SUBJECT: Jennifer Walther, Employee of Spokane School District No. 81, PDC Case No. 14-053

At the June 26, 2014 Commission meeting, staff will be presenting an enforcement matter
involving Jennifer Walther, an employee of Spokane School District No. 81 (Spokane Public
Schools). Resolution of this matter involves a Stipulation of Facts, Violation, and Penalty.

Previously, On February 27, 2014 and April 24, 2014, staff presented stipulations from 33 other
officials and employees of Spokane Public Schools. Ms. Walther is the last remaining
Respondent from a multi-year investigation of Spokane Public Schools employees and officials.
This matter was originally scheduled for the February 27, 2014 Commission meeting, continued
through a pre-hearing conference to a June 16, 2014 brief enforcement hearing, and following
the parties' stipulation, continued by the presiding officer a second time to the full Commission
meeting on June 26, 2014.

Staff and the Respondent believe the Stipulation accurately describes the nature of the alleged
violation, the relevant facts, and an appropriate penalty. Staff is also providing a document
showing comparable cases.

1. Jurisdiction

1. The Public Disclosure Commission (PDC) has jurisdiction over this proceeding
pursuant to Chapter 42.17A RCW, the Public Disclosure Act; Chapter 34.05 RCW,
the Administrative Procedure Act; and Title 390 WAC. These charges incorporate
the Report of Investigation and all related exhibits by reference.

I1. Allegations

2. Staff alleges that Jennifer Walther violated RCW 42.17.130' by using the facilities
of Spokane School District No. 81 (Spokane Public Schools, School District, or
District), including a District computer, network resources, paid staff time, and
student instructional time, for the promotion of the March 10, 2009 Spokane Public

Schools bond and levy elections.

3. Staff alleges that Ms. Walther violated RCW 42.17.130 by using Spokane School
District No. 81 network resources to organize opposition research for the purpose of

assisting the 2011 Sally Fullmer campaign for school director.

! Effective January 1, 2012, RCW 42.17.130 was recodified as RCW 42.17A.555.
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1. Facts

4. Inthe March 10, 2009 special election, Spokane School District No. 81 held a

maintenance and operations replacement levy election and a bond election. The levy

and bond propositions were assigned Proposition 1 and Proposition 2, respectively.

5. Inthe November 8, 2011 general election, Deana Brower and Sally Fullmer were

candidates for the office of School Director in Spokane School District No. 81.

6. Inthe months preceding the March 10, 2009 special election, Ms. Walther held a
teaching position at Ferris High School in Spokane. Ms. Walther also held her

position during the summer preceding the November 8, 2011 general election.

Use of Spokane School District No. 81 facilities for the promotion of a ballot
proposition
7. At 10:38 am on Wednesday, February 18, 2009, while on paid agency time, Ms.
Walther used her Spokane Public Schools email address,
Jenniferwa@SpokaneSchools.org, and a District computer, to send an email to

numerous school staff members, notifying them that students from her Leadership

class would visit classrooms that day to distribute political advertising in support of

the 2009 bond and levy. In part, her email stated, “Please post this flyer in your
room to advertise the upcoming event this Saturday. Thank you for your

cooperation. These kids are working hard to get the bond/levy passed.”

8. In atelephone conversation with PDC staff on January 7, 2014, Ms. Walther stated

that the flyers discussed in her February 18, 2009 email advertised a weekend

campaign rally at an Ace Hardware parking lot.

Use of Spokane School District No. 81 facilities for the purpose of assisting a
candidate’s campaign
9. InJuly and August of 2011, Ms. Walther exchanged a series of emails with Laurie
Rogers through Ms. Walther’s Spokane Public Schools email address,
Jjenniferwa@SpokaneSchools.org. In an email sent on July 19, 2011, Ms. Walther
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made a series of critical statements about Deana Brower, then a candidate for school

director.

10. On July 23, 28, 29, and 30, 2011, Ms. Walther received emails from Ms. Rogers
promoting Sally Fullmer and opposing Deana Brower in their 2011 campaigns for
school director. These emails included the following in their subject lines: “Sally
Fullmer best choice for Spokane School Board,” “Please help get Sally Fullmer
elected,” and “Vote for Sally.” Ms. Rogers’ July 28, 2011 email to Ms. Walther
forwarded an invitation to meet Sally Fullmer at a campaign event. In her email to
Ms. Walther sent on July 29, 2011, Ms. Rogers stated, “Deana Brower has been
telling people she's a Republican. And yet other people, including the teachers
union...seem to think she's a progressive. ...Please vote for someone who is what she
appears to be: Sally Fullmer. And please pass this...around to your conservative-
minded friends and colleagues who still believe Deana is a conservative. People

’

should see Deana for who she really is.’

11. Following her receipt of these emails from Ms. Rogers, on August 2,2011, Ms.
Walther sent an email to Ms. Rogers through her Spokane Public Schools email
address, jenniferwa@SpokaneSchools.org. In her email, Ms. Walther stated, “/
talked to a teacher from Linwood Elem. and she told me she received a letter (2
pages) from the district/union telling teachers to vote for Deana Brower for school
board. Truly a case of someone trying to act like a Republican and completely
swayed by the union. Brower is a rubber stamped, well coached machine. It's too
bad voters cannot see through her facade.” Ms. Rogers responded the same day,
“Thanks for that. Some voters are beginning to see. 1'd like to see the letter. Any

chance I can get a copy?”

12. On August 2, 3, 4, 10, and 15, 2011, Ms. Walther sent emails to Ms. Rogers through
Ms. Walther’s Spokane Schools email address, jenniferwa@SpokaneSchools.org,
discussing Ms. Walther’s efforts to secure a copy of the union’s letter for Ms.
Rogers. Each email sent throughout this exchange included the phrase “Vote for

Sally” in its subject line.
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IV. Law
RCW 42.17.130 states, in part:

“No elective official nor any employee of his office nor any person appointed to
or employed by any public office or agency may use or authorize the use of any of
the facilities of a public office or agency, directly or indirectly, for the purpose of
assisting a campaign for election of any person to any office or for the promotion
of or opposition to any ballot proposition. Facilities of a public office or agency
include, but are not limited to, use of stationery, postage, machines, and
equipment, use of employees of the office or agency during working hours,
vehicles, office space, publications of the office or agency, and clientele lists of
persons served by the office or agency.”

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REPORT OF INVESTIGATION
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BACKGROUND

1.1 Spokane School District No. 81 (Spokane School District, Spokane Public
Schools, SPS, or the District) is the largest school district in eastern
Washington and the second largest in the state. The District includes 34
elementary schools, six middle schools, and six high schools, serving nearly
30,000 students. SPS employs 3,226 staff, 1,758 of whom are classroom
teachers. The District's General Fund Budget for 2013 — 2014 is $329.1
million.

1.2 SPS is governed by a board of five elected school directors. The District's
current Superintendent is Shelley Redinger, Ph.D. Dr. Redinger replaced
Nancy Stowell, Ph.D, who began her term as Superintendent in March of
2008, and retired from the District in June of 2012. At all times relevant to
this investigation, Mark Anderson, Ph.D, was the District's Associate
Superintendent for School Support Services, a position he has held since
1998.
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1.3 Citizens for Spokane Schools (CFSS) is the political committee formed to
promote levy and bond measures in Spokane School District No. 81.

1.4 In the March 10, 2009 special election, SPS held a maintenance and
operations replacement levy election and a bond election. The levy and
bond propositions, assigned Proposition 1 and Proposition 2, respectively,
were placed on the ballot through school board resolutions approved on
December 3, 2008. Proposition 1 and Proposition 2 were approved by more
than 60% of voters patrticipating in the March 10, 2009 special election.

1.5 Spokane Schools’ next maintenance and operations replacement levy
election was held on February 14, 2012. That levy, Proposition 1, was
placed on the ballot through a school board resolution approved on
November 9, 2011. Proposition 1 was approved by more than 60 percent of
voters participating in the February 14, 2012 special election.

1.6 In the November 8, 2011 general election, Deana Brower was a candidate for
School Director for Spokane School District No. 81. Ms. Brower was elected
to the school board in that election.

1.7 On September 27, 2011, Laurie Rogers filed a complaint against officials of
Spokane Public Schools. (Exhibit 1.) Ms. Rogers’ original complaint
included 96 printed pages of allegations and evidence, and a CD containing
891 emails and other documents, numbering approximately 1,250 pages.
Following this, Ms. Rogers supplemented her complaint as follows:

¢ On October 18, 2011, Ms. Rogers provided an electronic copy of
political advertisements expressing the Spokane Education
Association’'s endorsement of Deana Brower;

e On December 5, 2011, Ms. Rogers provided two binders containing
114 printed pages of allegations, indices, and evidence, and three
CDs containing 845 emails and other documents, numbering
approximately 2,500 pages;

e On December 17, 2011, Ms. Rogers provided two files containing
interviews and presentations by Spokane Public Schools officials;

e OnJanuary 9, 2012, Ms. Rogers provided three electronic files
containing 28 pages of evidence;

e On March 14, 2012, Ms. Rogers provided one file containing an email
from the private address of Dr. Mark Anderson;

e On April 4, 2012, Ms. Rogers provided two additional binders
containing approximately 700 pages of printed evidence, and a CD
containing 302 emails and other documents, numbering approximately
2,500 pages; and
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e On February 7, 2014, Ms. Rogers provided 42 printed pages of
allegations and evidence, and a CD containing six PDF documents,
numbering 8,824 pages.

Each submission by Ms. Rogers contained new evidence, and duplicates of
evidence provided previously. The printed and electronic records enclosed
with each submission overlapped to some degree, but also contained unique
documents and evidence. The records Ms. Rogers provided pertained to her
allegations regarding RCW 42.17.130, but also to what she described as
violations of the public records act, collective bargaining agreements, and the
organizational policies of private groups, including parent-teacher
associations.

1.8 Ms. Roger's last submission of evidence, received on February 7, 2014,

consisted of records that she received from Spokane Public Schools
between February 24, 2012 and May 11, 2012. (Exhibit 2.) In a cover letter,
Ms. Rogers stated that none of the enclosed records had been provided in
any previous submission to the PDC; however, as described above, that was
not correct. The records in Ms. Rogers’ February 7, 2014 submission
included many without clear relevance to her allegations regarding RCW
42.17.130. With few exceptions, the records that did pertain to matters under
the PDC’s jurisdiction documented activity surrounding Spokane Public
School's March 14, 2006 levy election, which falls outside the PDC's five-
year statute of limitations (RCW 42.17A.770).

ALLEGATIONS IN COMPLAINT

Concerning matters that are under the PDC'’s jurisdiction, and occurred within
the statute of limitations, Laurie Rogers alleged that on multiple occasions,
officials and employees of Spokane Public Schools violated RCW 42.17.130
by using or authorizing the use of public facilities for the promotion of levy
and/or bond measures in 2009 and 2012. Ms. Rogers further alleged that on
multiple occasions in 2011, officials and employees of Spokane Public
Schools used or authorized the use of public facilities for the purpose of
assisting a candidate’s campaign for school director, additional alleged
violations of RCW 42.17.130."

! Effective January 1, 2012, RCW 42.17.130 was recodified as RCW 42.17A.555. Although
certain activities discussed in this report were oriented toward the February 14, 2012 special
election, all the activity was conducted prior to the recodification of RCW 42.17, and so was
governed under RCW 42.17.130.
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FINDINGS

Spokane Public Schools’ Informational Program

3.1 In her complaint, Ms. Rogers alleged that officials of Spokane Public Schools
repeatedly used public facilities to advocate for the passage of bond and levy
measures by conducting activity that promoted the measures, or that
exceeded the District’'s normal and regular conduct. The allegedly
promotional activity included sponsoring informational materials that
conveyed a promotional tenor or tone; sending such materials home with
elementary school children; making more than 100 presentations on the
ballot propositions across the city; and instructing principals to schedule at
least two bond and levy presentations at the officials’ schools.

3.2 PDC Staff Review of Evidence: The evidence provided by Ms. Rogers
indicates that Spokane Public Schools formulated and implemented an
extensive Communications Plan prior to the District's March 10, 2009 bond
and levy. The plan (Exhibit 3) contained action items scheduled from the fall
of 2008 through the month of the election, including presentations and
communications to SPS staff, community presentations, printed publications,
recorded phone messages, emails, and messages on school reader boards.
Senior officials and administrators including Dr. Nancy Stowell and Dr. Mark
Anderson were charged with executing these action items, alongside the
District's communications staff, school principals, and other building
administrators. Records received from Laurie Rogers on February 7, 2014
indicate that the District implemented a similar Communications Plan in the
year prior to its March 14, 2006 levy election. (Exhibit 4.)

3.3 The Communications Plan for the March 10, 2009 bond and levy was
updated several times in the fall of 2008 and winter of 2008/2009, reflecting
the completion of action items. Evidence provided by Ms. Rogers (Exhibit 5)
indicates that presentations to parents, neighborhood councils, and other
community groups continued in the weeks leading up to the March 10, 2009
special election.

3.4 In January of 2009, Dr. Anderson prepared memos tailored for principals and
school board members (Exhibit 6), explaining the desired frequency, form,
and content of bond and levy presentations they would make to SPS staff,
and to parents at school events. Records provided by Laurie Rogers on
February 7, 2014, indicate that Dr. Anderson circulated a similar memo
regarding presentations by school directors in advance of the March 14, 2006
levy election. (Exhibit 7.)

3.5 Both Dr. Anderson’s January 2009 memos and the larger Communications
Pian indicate SPS officials’ awareness of the restrictions and prohibitions of
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RCW 42.17.130, and their desire to distinguish the District’s official,
informational activity from campaign activity to promote the March 10, 2009
levy and bond. In a December 8, 2008 email circulating the updated
Communications Plan, Terren Roloff stated, “Our work is to inform the
community about the levy and bond, as opposed to a citizens levy committee
that works to get yes voters.” (Exhibit 3, p 1.) In his January 5, 2009 memo
to school principals (Exhibit 6, p 1), Dr. Anderson instructed them to make
PDC guidance regarding public facilities and election campaigns available to
staff during the principals’ levy and bond presentations. (Exhibit 8.)

3.6 Response from SPS Regarding the District’'s Normal and Regular

Conduct: On January 3, 2012, Dr. Mark Anderson submitted a formal
response to Ms. Rogers’ complaint. (Exhibit 9.) In his response, Dr.
Anderson disputed the allegation that the District’s official, informational
program surrounding its levy and bond measures promoted those
propositions in violation of RCW 42.17.130. He stated that SPS’
informational program was normal and regular, in that it is authorized by
RCW 28A.320.090, and was effected and authorized in an ordinary manner.
RCW 28A.320.090 states the following:

The board of directors of any school district shall have authority to authorize the
expenditure of funds for the purpose of preparing and distributing information to
the general public to explain the instructional program, operation and
maintenance of the schools of the district: PROVIDED, That nothing contained
herein shall be construed to authorize preparation and distribution of information
to the general public for the purpose of influencing the outcome of a school
district election.

Dr. Anderson cited the guidance of the Public Disclosure Commission in PDC
Interpretation 01-03, Guidelines for School Districts in Election Campaigns,
that the above statutory authority “includes informing the community of the
needs the District faces and needs students have that the community may
not realize exist.” (Exhibit 9, p 3.)

3.7 Consistent with the statutory authorization in RCW 28A.320.090, Dr.

Anderson stated that in 1986, the District adopted Policy and Procedure
6112, establishing a Communications Department for disseminating
information “to various external and internal publics.” (Exhibit 9, pp 9 —12.)
The policy states that the communications department executes its
assignments through a broad variety of methods including publication of all
types, television, audiovisual technology, school visitation programs,
workshops, oral presentations, and community involvement, and provides
consultation to building principals, teachers, administrators, and others as
requested.

3.8 Dr. Anderson stated that because Spokane Public Schools’ attendance

boundaries cover the City of Spokane and a small portion of unincorporated
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Spokane County, a metropolitan area with a combined population of over
600,000 residents, it would be impractical to communicate information in the
manner of a smaller District, for example through a single open house event
for all District patrons. Accordingly, he stated that in addition to the methods
and means described in Policy and Procedure 6112, over the years the
District had established a normal and regular practice of communicating with
District patrons and parents, as well as the general public. He stated that this
practice included the following modes of communication:

s Posters e Parent leader emails

e Brochures/Newsletters, etc. e School newsletters

e Fliers o Twitter feeds

¢ PowerPoint Presentations e Use of the District Website

¢ News Releases e Public Service

3.9 Dr. Anderson stated that the District's manner of communicating information

about ballot propositions follows its past and ongoing practice in
communicating information on a range of policy issues, including the
District's budget process; school openings and improvements; student art
and music events; and milestones in graduation and registration rates.
(Exhibit 9, pp 13 — 15.) He provided examples of District communications
concerning these issues, and a description of communications surrounding a
single issue, the modernization of Jefferson Elementary School, which
included the following:

¢ Project updates and School Talk informational videos posted on the
District's website;

¢ Fact sheets sent to area residents;
E-mails about the project sent by Jefferson's Principal to Jefferson parents;

¢ Formation of a Steering Committee to provide input and suggestions to the
District;

o District presentations made to organizations like the Comstock
Neighborhood Council;

¢ Open houses held at Jefferson;

¢ Notices included in Jefferson Elementary School's newsletter: The Fife &
Drum;

e Construction and design updates for Jefferson and other capital projects
included in School Talk newsletters; and A
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e Bulletin Board and Key Communicator messages posted regularly on the
District's website.

3.10 Content of SPS Election-related Information / PDC Guidance to District:

3.12

Although PDC staff offers the service of reviewing agency communications
on ballot propositions and making recommendations for compliance with
RCW 42.17.130, SPS did not present its printed materials regarding the
March 10, 2009 levy and bond for PDC staff’s review, or the PowerPoint
presentations and other materials used in its Communications Plan. Had the
District requested PDC staff's guidance, staff would have recommended
some changes to the materials, to lessen the impression of a promotional
tenor or tone (for example, removing statements that the 2009 bond included
“something...for everyone,” or that “the bond would stimulate the local
economy.”) (Exhibit 10, p 2; Exhibit 11, p 10.) The remaining information
appeared generally to consist of an objective and fair presentation of facts
concerning the need for and use of levy funds, and the building
modernization and other projects that would be financed through the
proposed bonds.

PDC staff records indicate that in the ten years preceding the time period at
issue in this complaint, Spokane Public Schools did not seek or receive
staff's guidance on any election-related publication, including presentations
regarding the March 14, 2006 levy that were similar to those made for the
2009 levy and bond. (Exhibit 12.) On November 9, 2011, after Ms. Rogers
filed her complaint, the District sought staffs comments on a proposed
handout related to the February 14, 2012 maintenance and operations
replacement levy election. That same day, PDC staff returned a memo
containing comments and recommendations for compliance with RCW
42.17.130. (Exhibit 13.) The levy handout ultimately distributed by the
District incorporated PDC staff's recommended changes. (Exhibit 14.)

Use of Spokane Public Schools Facilities to Promote a Ballot
Proposition, or to Assist a Candidate’s Campaign

In her complaint, Laurie Rogers alleged that officials of Spokane Public
Schools repeatedly used or authorized the use of public facilities to explicitly
promote bond and levy measures, or to organize private campaign activity in
support of the measures. The alleged campaign activity included using the
District’'s email system to coordinate CFSS meetings, sign waving, phone
banking, distribution of political advertising, and to solicit campaign
contributions or otherwise coordinate campaign fundraising; allowing CFSS
activists preferential access to school facilities including administrator
meetings; taking students out of class to coordinate campaign activity for the
bond and levies; and authorizing school officials and individuals from outside

SPS to make comments about the propositions before school District concert
and drama performances.

Ms. Rogers further alleged that in the spring and summer of 2011, officials of
Spokane Public Schools repeatedly used or authorized the use of email and
other District facilities to assist a candidate’s campaign for school director.

Response from SPS Regarding Use of Public Facilities in Elections: In
his January 3, 2012 response to Ms. Rogers’ complaint, Dr. Mark Anderson
stated that Spokane Public Schools has made substantial efforts to instruct
and inform District officials and employees about the restriction in RCW
42.17.130 on the use of public facilities in election campaigns. (Exhibit 9, pp
1 - 2.) Dr. Anderson stated that the District's efforts included flyers
distributed to every District employee in 2006 and again in 2009 (Exhibit 9,
pp 16 — 17), describing in detail PDC rules about campaigning. He stated
that the District’s collective bargaining agreements with employee unions
include express language prohibiting the use of District facilities inconsistent
with RCW 42.17.130. (Exhibit 9, pp 18 — 19.) Further, he stated that the
District’s acceptable use policy regarding computers and network resources
prohibits uses of those resources that conflict with state law, and any use for
“political lobbying.” (Exhibit 9, pp 22 — 23.)

Despite these protections, in his written response to the complaint and in an
interview under oath, Dr. Anderson recognized that the evidence in this case
indicated multiple inappropriate uses of public facilities, an assessment
shared by Dr. Nancy Stowell, communicated in a separate interview with
PDC staff. Dr. Anderson stated that these uses were conducted by individual
SPS officials and employees, without overarching authorization from the
administration or school board. He stated that after reviewing the evidence
enclosed with the complaint, on December 28, 2011, he sent a letter to Jenny
Rose, President of the Spokane Education Association (SEA) reminding her
of the requirements of the collective bargaining agreement regarding RCW
42.17.130, and encouraging her to provide training for SEA members
regarding the law and the PDC'’s Guidelines for School Districts in Election
Campaigns. Dr. Anderson enclosed a copy of his letter with his response.
(Exhibit 9, pp 26 — 27.)

In concluding his response, Dr. Anderson stated that while “the District does
not agree with the allegation that the dissemination of information pertaining
to the 2009 bond and levy propositions was anything other than normal and
regular conduct of the District meant to fairly and accurately inform District
patrons about an important District issue...[the District] will continue to take
affirmative steps—such as additional staff training—to educate District
officials and employees about use of District facilities, and to ensure that all
officials and employees further understand what behavior and/or
communications is permissible in regards to future bond/levy measures.” He
cited his staff's recent request for PDC staff's guidance on election-related

publications, and welcomed any additional guidance the PDC could offer.
(Exhibit 9, p 8.)

PDC Staff Review of Evidence: Records provided by Laurie Rogers and

Spokane Public Schools document approximately a hundred instances in
which employees and officials of Spokane Public Schools used public
facilities to promote a ballot proposition or to assist a candidate’s campaign.
The majority of such uses involved emails sent via District email addresses,
in which the sending employee or official was clearly conducting campaign
activity. The activity included discussion of ballot proposition and candidate
endorsements; organizing opposition research to assist a candidate’s
campaign; organizing political committee fundraising; distribution of
campaign postcards and signs; organizing sign-waving, phone banking,
mailing activities; encouraging promotional letters to the editor; and
scheduling campaign appointments. The emails were sent by staff and
officials at all levels, from Superintendent Nancy Stowell down to teaching
staff. In addition to District email and computers, the facilities used in an
inappropriate manner included SPS travel resources, paid staff time,
administrator meetings, student instructional time, and official school events.

The following is a description of staff's findings regarding uses of SPS
facilities that may be found to violate RCW 42.17.130.

SPS Distribution of Candidate Endorsements through “Kid Mail”’: On
October 21, 2011, Laurie Rogers sent an email to PDC staff supplementing
her September 27, 2011 complaint with information concerning the
distribution of candidate endorsements to SPS elementary school families
through “kid mail.” The relevant endorsements (Exhibit 15, pp 1, 2) were
made by the SEA in support of 2011 school board candidate Deana Brower
and other candidates, and appeared in the publication KIDS Newspaper. In
addition to raising issues under RCW 42.17.130 connected with the use of
District facilities to distribute the newspaper, Ms. Rogers asked whether Ms.
Brower was required to report the endorsement as a campaign contribution.

Prior to Ms. Rogers’ October 21, 2011 email, SPS Community Relations
Director Terren Roloff researched the inclusion of candidate endorsement
articles in KIDS Newspaper. On October 17, 2011, Ms. Roloff contacted
PDC staff, stating that the articles were not authorized by SPS officials, but
rather were paid advertisements, purchased from the third-party publisher by
the teachers’ union. (Exhibit 15, pp 3 - 4.) She stated that SPS had
communicated to the publisher that in the future, such articles or
advertisements could not be sponsored or distributed with the use of District
facilities, including “kid mail.”

PDC staff contacted Deana Brower concerning the SEA endorsement article,
and asked whether Ms. Brower, or any agent of her 2011 campaign, advised,
counseled, or otherwise encouraged SEA to make an expenditure to

communicate the union’s endorsement in KIDS Newspaper. Ms. Brower
responded (Exhibit 16) that she although she actively sought the union'’s
endorsement, she did not encourage any expenditure made in connection
with the endorsement in KIDS Newspaper; she stated that the endorsement
appeared on the union’s regular page in the paper, and that she was
unaware it involved any special expenditure. She said that she viewed the
union’s endorsement of her campaign in the same light as the endorsement
published by the Spokesman-Review newspaper.

3.22 In an email received on February 7, 2014, and in a telephone conversation
| on February 10, 2014, SEA Counse! Mike Gawley stated (Exhibit 17) that
Ms. Brower's campaign was aware only after the fact that an expenditure
was involved in publishing the KIDS Newspaper endorsements. He stated
that beforehand, the campaign knew only that the endorsements would be
published.

3.23 Mr. Gawley stated that the SEA’s space in KIDS Newspaper was valued at
$1,000 per page, and that in September and October 2011, each page
contained three roughly equal candidate endorsements. He stated that the
cost attributable to each candidate would therefore be $333.33, $666.66 in
total for the two months. He stated that the union did not disclose its
expenditures to run endorsement pieces in the newspaper, because it did not
occur to SEA President Jenny Rose that reporting was required.

3.24 Mark Anderson: Dr. Anderson held the position of Spokane Public Schools’
Associate Superintendent for School Support Services in the month before
the March 10, 2009 special election, and also held his position in the fall and
winter before the February 14, 2012 special election.

3.25 At 10:41 am on Tuesday, February 3, 2009, while on paid agency time, Dr.
Anderson used his Spokane Public Schools email address and computer to
send an email to six recipients, including Nancy Stowell, then the District's
Superintendent; Karen Meek, Executive Assistant to the Superintendent &
School Board; Teri Wilson, another Executive Assistant for the District; Karin
Short, Associate Superintendent for Teaching & Learning; Staci Vesneske,
Assistant Superintendent for Human Resources; and Joan Poirier,
Graduation & College Success Supervisor in the District’'s department of
Teaching & Learning Services. (Exhibit 18, p 1.) In his email, Dr. Anderson
stated that he would be unable to attend a meeting of the “citizens levy
committee” scheduled for the following Monday, February 9, 2009. He
sought to ensure that at least some of the recipients of his email would attend
the meeting. The “citizens levy committee” referred to in Dr. Anderson’s
email was Citizens for Spokane Schools (CFSS), the political committee
formed to promote levy and bond ballot measures in the District.

3.26 At 10:06 am on Wednesday, February 25, 2009, while on paid agency time,
Dr. Anderson used his Spokane Public Schools email address and computer
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to send an email to Superintendent Stowell, Ms. Poirier, Ms. Short, and Ms.
Vesneske. (Exhibit 18, p 2.) In his email, Dr. Anderson stated, “Given we're
headed down the critical home stretch on the bond and levy, | will plan to
attend Monday evening’s CFSS meeting[.]”

Beginning at 3:07 pm on Wednesday, September 29, 2010, while on paid
agency time, Dr. Anderson used his Spokane Public Schools email address
and computer to exchange four emails with Superintendent Stowell and
Deana Brower, co-chair of Citizens for Spokane Schools. The emails
concerned the scheduling of a meeting for Citizens for Spokane Schools; in
emails exchanged with Ms. Brower on October 6, 2010, Dr. Anderson also
offered input on which District officials and CFSS committee officers should
be included in the meeting. (Exhibit 18, pp 3 — 4.) At the time, the Spokane
School District Board of Directors had not yet acted to place the District's
2012 levy and bond measures on the ballot, and would not do so for another
year.

At 8:58 am on Tuesday, November 2, 2010, while on paid agency time, Dr.
Anderson used his Spokane Public Schools email address and computer to
send an email to Deana Brower, suggesting that she send an email reminder
to participants in a CFSS meeting planned for November 15, 2010. Ms.
Brower replied on November 4, 2010 that she would send the reminder. In
her reply, she informed Dr. Anderson that she was unable to send CFSS-
related email to Spokane Public Schools Community Relations employee
Terren Roloff at Ms. Roloff’s private email address. On November 4, 2010,
Dr. Anderson replied that Ms. Brower should send CFSS-related email to Ms.
Roloff at her Spokane Public Schools email address. (Exhibit 18, p 5.)

On February 11, 2009, Dr. Anderson received an email from Maureen
Ramos at his Spokane Public Schools email address. Ms. Ramos' email
forwarded a message from Amorina Christensen concerning Alton’s Tires, a
business that had been subject to a boycott effort due to the former owner's
opposition to school funding measures. Ms. Amorina suggested that the new
owners of Alton’s Tires be given the opportunity to end the boycott by
expressing their support for the District’s levy. Although Ms. Ramos and Ms.
Amorina’'s emails concerned a campaign question, rather than the duties or
functions of Dr. Anderson’s office, at 10:31 am on Thursday, February 12,
2009, while on paid agency time, Dr. Anderson used his District email
address and computer to forward the email to several recipients outside the
District, including officers of CFSS. (Exhibit 18, p 6.)

At 10:29 am on Tuesday, March 3, 2009, while on paid agency time, Dr.
Anderson used his District email address and computer to send an email to
several Spokane Public Schools staff members. In his email, Dr. Anderson
extended an invitation from CFSS for District staff to attend an election watch
event one week later, the evening of the March 10, 2009 special election.
(Exhibit 18, p 7.)
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Following the passage of the March 10, 2009 levy and bond, on Thursday,
September 10, 2009, Dr. Anderson attended a School Elections Conference
and, acting in his official capacity, presented a PowerPoint slide show with
the title “Lessons Learned - March 2009 Levy and Bond” at the request of the
conference sponsors. (Exhibit 18, pp 8 — 15.) In part, the presentation
described effective strategies for political campaigns in support of levy and
bond measures, an analysis which Dr. Anderson gleaned from interviews
with CFSS activists. It included, among many slides, one slide stating “Key
Lesson: Passing your next levy or bond starts today and continues every day
between now and election day!” Although the conference registration was
free, Dr. Anderson'’s travel expenses were paid by Spokane Public Schools,
he prepared for the conference with his District computer, and attended on
paid agency time.

At 2:10 pm on Friday, January 21, 2011, while on paid agency time, Dr.
Anderson used his District email address and computer to send an email to
CFSS officers Deana Brower and Mike Livingston, authorizing them to attend
a January 27, 2011 budget forecast meeting for all Spokane Public Schools
administrators, and to speak to the group about the activities of their political
committee. (Exhibit 18, pp 16 — 17.)

In the two weeks leading up to Spokane Public Schools’ March 10, 2009 levy
and bond elections, Dr. Anderson used his school email address and
computer on-three occasions to promote voter turnout, with the express
purpose of ensuring that the bond and levy measures achieved the validation
and approval rates required for passage. (Exhibit 18, pp 18 — 20.)

In an email sent at 8:48 am on Wednesday, February 25, 2009 to five
Spokane Public Schools department heads, Dr. Anderson stated, “Please
remind your departmental staff to vote on the School District's bond and levy
renewal measures by turning in their election ballots prior to March 10—
ITSC, Nutrition Services, Warehouse/Purchasing, Maintenance, and Express
staff. Remember, we have to get nearly 41,000 registered voters to turn in
their ballots just to make the bond election valid and then 60 percent of those
have to vote yes for this critical bond measure to be approved.” (Exhibit 18,
p 18.)

In an email sent at 8:20 am on Tuesday, March 3, 2009 to a “Group-Admin
Staff’ distribution list, Dr. Anderson indicated that he was tracking election
returns. He urged the recipients of his email to make efforts to increase voter
turnout: “As of yesterday, Monday (March 2), 29,422 ballots had been
returned to the Elections Department - 11,258 additional ballots must be
received by next Tuesday just to validate our bond election. If you live in
Spokane Public Schools and have already voted - thank you. If you haven't
voted, please mail your ballot back to the Elections Department before next
Tuesday. Also, please remind your friends, relatives, and acquaintances
who live in Spokane Public Schools to vote by mailing in their ballot by next
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Tuesday. The levy and bond provide critical sources of funding to support
our mission of educating Spokane’s young people.” (Exhibit 18, p 19.)

In an email sent at 2:53 pm on Friday, March 6, 2009 to fifteen Spokane
Public Schools staff and officials, Dr. Anderson again pressed District staff to
make efforts to turn out supportive voters: “As of today (Friday), we have
40,621 ballots returned for levy and bond election measures. Given our
validation requirement is 40,680, we are now 59 ballots short of validating
and will easily validate on Monday. However, the big question is, how many
of those ballots are marked yes for the levy and bond and how many are
marked no. And, of importance will be what is the return rate for those
precincts that typically have a higher percentage of yes votes on school
measures than other areas of town - don't know the answer to that at this
moment. | say we need to continue the full court information press to the
end.” (Exhibit 18, p 20.)

In addition to the above, in responding to the complaint, Paul Clay, legal
counsel to Dr. Anderson, addressed detailed monthly payroll deduction
reports that Spokane Public Schools payroll staff provides to CFSS,
examples of which were provided to PDC staff by Ms. Rogers. (Exhibit 18,
pp 18 — 27.) Mr. Clay stated that the District provides these monthly reports
in response to a public records request that was first made many years ago,
at a time that pre-dates any current District central administrator. (Exhibit
19.)

Mr. Clay stated that at the time Dr. Anderson became Associate
Superintendent for School Support Services in 1998, CFSS had a standing
request for this payroll information, and the District had a written protocol in
place explaining how payroll technicians were to execute a report to supply
the requested information. (Exhibit 20.) Dr. Anderson stated that when the
request was first made, the District likely did not have a formal or
sophisticated process in place for responding to public records requests. He
stated that if the original request from CFSS was ever put in writing, there is
no current District administrator or payroll employee who is in a position to
know. Nonetheless, he stated that then and now, the District operated with
the understanding that public records laws required it to continue supplying
the requested information to CFSS. With this understanding, he
characterized the production of the payroll reports for CFSS as the District’s
normal and regular conduct.

Sherri Bangs: During the month before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Sherri Bangs held a staff position in Spokane Public Schools’ Finance office.
At 8:14 am on Thursday, March 5, 2009, using her District email address and
school computer, Ms. Bangs sent an email to Doug Fossmeyer, forwarding
campaign information from CFSS. (Exhibit 21.)
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3.40 Mike Campbell: in the winter preceding the March 10, 2009 special
election, Mike Campbell held a teaching position as Applied Tech
Department Lead for Lewis & Clark High School. Mr. Campbell also held his
position during the summer preceding the November 8, 2011 general
election.

3.41 At 12:02 pm on Friday, January 30, 2009, Mr. Campbell used his Spokane

Public Schools email address to send an email to Rebecca Franklin, a

| Teacher at Sacajawea Middle School while on paid agency time. In his
email, Ms. Campbell discussed planning for a meeting before school the

i following Tuesday, February 3, 2009. As planned by Mr. Campbell, the
meeting was intended to include a presentation on “the value of passing the

} bond/levy,” and was to also include the assignment of campaign tasks,
including circulation of endorsement sheets, writing letters to the editor or
postcards, sign-waving, and phone-banking to “pro-education voters,” to be
conducted at SEA offices. (Exhibit 22, p 1.)

3.42 At 12:27 pm on Friday, January 30, 2009, Mr. Campbell used his Spokane
Public Schools email address to send a second email planning the February
3, 2009 campaign meeting to Paula Ronhaar, principal of Sacajawea Middle
School, while on paid agency time. (Exhibit 22, p 2.)

3.43 At 9:54 am on Monday, June 6, 2011, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Campbell used his Spokane Public Schools email address to reply to an
email sent by Mike Miller, a teacher at Shadle Park High School, regarding a
plan to introduce school board candidate Deana Brower to SEA members at
a series of “meet and greet” events held before the school day. In his
response to Mr. Miller, Mr. Campbell stated, “Sounds good to me. Be looking
for a more complete response from my personal email to yours. Since we
are talking about [political] stuff | feel better about doing it on our personal
emails. Suffice to say here that | think this idea is a great one because it
accomplishes several things at the same time.” (Exhibit 22, p 3.)

3.44 Tammy Campbell: During the interim between the March 10, 2009 and
February 12, 2012 special elections, Tammy Campbell held a staff position in
Spokane Public Schools’ Instructional Programs office.

3.45 At 3:00 pm on Wednesday, March 9, 2011, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address and computer, Ms. Campbell sent an email to District
Superintendent Nancy Stowell while on paid agency time. In her email, Ms.
Campbell discussed a meeting she was organizing with Deana Brower and
others to coordinate “the work of supporting the levy.” (Exhibit 23.) At the
time, Ms. Brower was a co-chair of CFSS.

3.46 Staci Clary: Staci Clary held the position of Community Relations
Receptionist for Spokane Public Schools during the interim between the
March 10, 2009 and February 12, 2012 special elections.
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At 11:08 am on Friday, November 5, 2010, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address, Ms. Clary responded to an email sent from the
private address of Deana Brower, co-chair of CFSS. In her email, Ms.
Brower stated that she was contacting Ms. Clary about campaign activities.
Ms. Brower proposed a campaign meeting at her house on November 15,
2010, to which Ms. Clary responded, “Thanks for the reminder! | will
definitely be attending.” (Exhibit 24.)

Sharon Condrey: In the month prior to the March 10, 2009 special election,

Sharon Condrey held the position of Office Manager for Lewis & Clark High
School.

At 10:40 am on Wednesday, February 11, 2009, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address and computer, Ms. Condrey sent an email to Lewis &
Clark principal Shawn Jordan, reporting that she had spoken with Dave
Hughes of the school’s booster club, and that the club would be making a
monetary contribution to CFSS in support of the levy. (Exhibit 25.)

Ms. Condrey stated in a sworn declaration that she sent her February 11,
2009 email in response to Mr. Jordan’s request that she research the matter
and report to him. (Exhibit 26.) In response to PDC staff's further inquiry,
she stated that it was her standard operating procedure to communicate with
Mr. Jordan by District email or phone while he was away from the office, as
was the case on the morning of February 11, 2009. (Exhibit 27.) She stated
that she was unaware that RCW 42.17.130 prohibits the use of public
facilities to coordinate political committee fundraising.

Chuck Demarest: Chuck Demarest held the position of Principal of Hutton
Elementary School in the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special
election.

At 11:29 am on Wednesday, January 28, 2009, while on paid agency time,
Mr. Demarest used his Spokane Public Schools email address and school
computer to send an email to school employees, including Katey Treloar. In
his email, Mr. Demarest urged recipients to become involved in campaign
activities to promote the 2009 bond and levy. (Exhibit 28, p 1.)

At 11:42 am on Friday, February 20, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Demarest used his District email address and school computer to again send
an email to school employees, urging them to take part in campaign activities
to promote the 2009 bond and levy, including phone-calling and sign-waving.
(Exhibit 28, p 2.)

At 10:27 am on Monday, February 23, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Demarest used his District email address and school computer to send a
third email to school employees, urging them to take part in campaign
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activities to promote the 2009 bond and levy, including phone-calling and
sign waving. (Exhibit 28, pp 3 -4.)

Steve Fisk: Steve Fisk held the position of Assistant Principal at North
Central High School in the month prior to the March 10, 2009 special
election.

At 12:30 pm on Thursday, February 12, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Fisk used his Spokane Public Schools email address and school computer to
send an email to four recipients, to coordinate the distribution of leaflets to
promote the 2009 bond and levy. (Exhibit 29, p 1.)

At 10:19 am on Monday, February 23, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Fisk used his District email address and school computer to send an email to
five recipients, communicating information about a $150 in-kind contribution
his school's booster club made to the bond and levy campaign. (Exhibit 29,

p2.)

Edie Fletcher: During the month before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Edie Fletcher held the position of curriculum secretary in Spokane Public
Schools’ Instructional Programs office.

At 1:18 pm on Monday, March 9, 2009, using her District email address and
computer, Ms. Fletcher sent an email to Karin Short while on paid agency
time. In her email, Ms. Fletcher conveyed an invitation to Ms. Short to join in
waving signs promoting the bond and levy the following morning, the day of
the special election. (Exhibit 30.)

Oweta Floyd: Oweta Floyd held a teaching position at Westview Elementary
School during the interim between the March 10, 2009 and February 12,
2012 special elections.

At 4:06 pm on March 18, 2011, using her Spokane Public Schools email
address, Ms. Floyd sent an email to several SPS addresses discussing the
events at an SEA Rep Council meeting held two days earlier. In her email,
Ms. Floyd communicated a request from CFSS for contributions to promote
the levy: “Deana Brower with Citizens for Spokane Schools (levy) asked
teachers to please donate to the levy campaign fund.” (Exhibit 31.)

Paul Gannon: In the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special election,
Paul Gannon held the position of Principal of Indian Trail Elementary School.

At 4:31 pm on Thursday, February 5, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Gannon used his Spokane Public Schools email address to send an email to
numerous school staff members, forwarding a letter to the editor of the
Spokane Spokesman-Review. The letter discussed the benefits of the 2009
bond and levy measures, and concluded with the following statement: “Now
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that you've got the inside scoop, | hope you'll join me in voting yes for kids on
March 10th!” (Exhibit 32, p 1.)

At 2:31 pm on Sunday, February 22, 2009, Mr. Gannon used his Spokane
Public Schools email address to send an email to numerous school staff
members. Attached to Mr. Gannon’s email was the Indian Trail Elementary
staff bulletin for February 23 — 27, 2009. Both the staff bulletin and the body
of Mr. Gannon’s email requested school staff's involvement in sign-waving
and phone calling to promote the 2009 levy and bond measures. (Exhibit
32,pp2-5)

At 2:41 pm on Sunday, March 8, 2009, Mr. Gannon used his District email
address to send an email to numerous school staff members. Attached to
Mr. Gannon’s email was the Indian Trail Elementary staff bulletin for March 9
— 13, 2009. Both the staff bulletin and the body of Mr. Gannon's email
requested school staff's involvement in sign-waving to promote the 2009 levy
and bond measures. (Exhibit 32, pp 6 —9.)

Marce Hagood: In the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special election,
Marce Hagood (formerly Marce Leek) held a teaching position at Mullan
Road Elementary School.

At 9:58 am on Wednesday, February 18, 2009, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address, Ms. Hagood sent an email regarding the levy
campaign to a Carolyn Craven while on paid agency time. In her email, Ms.
Hagood apologized for not participating in campaign telephone-calling, but
offered to mail campaign postcards. She thanked Ms. Craven for her
leadership in the campaign. (Exhibit 33.)

Dave Hughes: Dave Hughes held a teaching position at Lewis & Clark High
School in the month prior to the March 10, 2009 special election.

At 1:15 pm on Friday, February 13, 2009, using his Spokane Public Schools
email address, Mr. Hughes sent an email to a Tiffiny Santos while on paid
agency time. In his email, Mr. Hughes suggested a contribution from the
booster club to the campaign to support the bond and levy. (Exhibit 34.)

On March 16, 2009, CFSS received a $50 contribution from the Lewis &
Clark Booster Club. (Exhibit 35.)

Rhonda Jared: In the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special election,
Rhonda Jared held the position of Education Specialist at Shadle Park High
School.

At 3:52 pm on Monday, February 9, 2009, using her Spokane Public Schools
email address, Ms. Jared sent an email to her son, Greg Jared, while on paid
agency time. (Exhibit 36.) In her email, Ms. Jared coordinated placement of
political advertising signage, asking her son, “Did you get a chance to talk to
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Brian Crarry about putting a Spokane Schools levy sign up near
29"/Glenrose? If he is OK with it, | can bring you a sign, or just put it up next
to the road on Glenrose. | just don't want to do it without asking permission,
first.”

Deb Johnson: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Deborah Johnson held the position of Principal at Libby Center, a Spokane
School District facility that serves the specialized needs of gifted students.

At 12:29 pm on Wednesday, January 28, 2009, while on paid agency time,
Ms. Johnson used her Spokane Public Schools email address to send an
email to four recipients. In her email, Ms. Johnson coordinated a postcard-
mailing event to promote the 2009 levy, and the circulation of sign-up sheets
for campaign activity. (Exhibit 37, p 1.) '

At 12:41 pm on Wednesday, February 4, 2009, while on paid agency time,
Ms. Johnson used her Spokane Public Schools email address to reply to an
email from an Anne Vogel, sent from Ms. Vogel's private email address. In
her email, Ms. Johnson sought confirmation that a $1,000 contribution from
her school's Parent-Teacher Group had been mailed to the political
committee supporting the levy: “Since | have made such a big deal of the
PTG's donation and challenged other schools to match it, with the list
indicating no donation as of yet, | was a little worried. If you did mail it,
please let me know.” (Exhibit 37, p 2.)

Shawn Jordan: Shawn Jordan held the position of Principal of Lewis &
Clark High School in June of 2011.

On June 12, 2011, Mr. Jordan used his Spokane Public Schools email
address to respond to an email sent by Deana Brower from her campaign
email address, browerforspokaneschools@gmail.com. In her email, Ms.
Brower thanked Mr. Jordan for his invitation to speak with the Spokane
Public Schools Principals’ Association at the association’s year-end social
scheduled for June 21, 2011 at the Northern Quest Resort and Casino. (The
Principals’ Association is not a part of Spokane Public Schools, and the event
in question did not involve the use of District facilities.) In the response sent
from his District email address, Mr. Jordan sent Ms. Brower the brochure for
the event. (Exhibit 38.)

Ann Kaluza: In July of 2011, Ann Kaluza held a teaching position at
Sheridan Elementary School.

At 11:07 am on Friday, July 15, 2011, Ms. Kaluza used her Spokane Public
Schools email address to send an email to three recipients, gauging their
interest in attending an event at Patsy Clark Mansion where they could meet
school board candidate Deana Brower. (Exhibit 39.)
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and in an email sent that same day (Exhibit 41), Ms. Kaluza stated that she
did not send her July 15, 2011 email for the purpose of assisting a
candidate's campaign. She stated that at the time, she was curious about
Deana Brower, but had not decided to support her. She said that her email
only discussed attending a campaign event, which she believed was
acceptable, based on the training she received. She said she thought that
RCW 42.17.130 only prohibited the use of facilities to actively promote or
oppose a candidate or ballot proposition.

Further, Ms. Kaluza stated that she sent the email in the summer, from her
home and on her own time. She said she did not understand that “facility" as
contemplated by RCW 42.17.130 included her District email address. In
staff’s telephone conversation with Ms. Kaluza, staff confirmed that the
facilities of Spokane Public Schools include the District's email servers and
other network resources, whether or not they are used inside a school
building, or on paid agency time.

Michael McGinnis: In the month prior to the March 10, 2009 special
election, Michael McGinnis held the position of Principal of Lincoln Heights
Elementary School.

At 3:58 pm on Friday, March 6, 2009, Mr. McGinnis used his Spokane Public
Schools email address and school computer to send an email to numerous
school staff members. Attached to Mr. McGinnis' email was the Lincoln
Heights Elementary staff bulletin for March 9, 2009. Both the staff bulletin
and the body of McGinnis’ email requested school staff's involvement in sign-
waving to promote the 2009 levy and bond measures. (Exhibit 42.)

Cindy McMahon: In August of 2011, Cindy McMahon held the position of
Principal for Spokane School District's The Community School.

At 6:31 pm on Wednesday, August 3, 2011, Ms. McMahon used her
Spokane Public Schools email address to respond to an email sent from the
private address of a Nancy Martin. In response to Ms. Martin’s question,
“who should I vote for the school non partisan office?” Ms. McMahon
responded, “/ am SO glad you asked. We all want Deana Brower. Please
tell anyone you know to vote for her. She was a teacher for 12 years and
understands education. | have met her and hope that she will be elected.
She would be the only educator on the school board.” (Exhibit 43.)

Brian Melody: Brian Melody held the position of Principal of Woodridge
Elementary School in the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special
election.

At 3:12 pm on Friday, January 30, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Melody used his Spokane Public Schools email address to forward an email
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sent from the private address of Mary Brown. Ms. Brown'’s original email and
Mr. Melody’s forwarded email contained an attachment, “Letterslevy.doc,” a
letter to the editor of the Spokane Spokesman-Review. The letter promoted
the 2009 levy: “Vote YES for schools; protect the investment we've made in
our children and in the future of a healthy community.” (Exhibit 44.)

Michael Miller: Mike Miller held a teaching position at Shadle Park High
School in June of 2011.

At 8:44 am on Monday, June 6, 2011, while on paid agency time, Mr. Miller
used his Spokane Public Schools email address to send an email to Shadle
Park staff. (Exhibit 45, p 1.) In his email, Mr. Miller invited staff to meet with
school board candidate Deana Brower prior to the school day on June 15,
2011, the last day of the school year: “School Board Candidate Deana
Brower will be at Shadle Wednesday morning, 6/15/11 in our staff room to
get your insights of what you'd like from the school board. Deana
(pronounced ‘Dee-na’), is very much interested in getting into schools to
meet with staff, so I've invited her for an ‘SEA 10-minute meeting’ at 7:15 that
Wednesday to talk to you. After meeting with Deana on a number of
occasions, I'm interested to hear your feedback on what she has to say. As a
former secondary social studies teacher, she brings a ‘classroom
perspective’ and wants to hear what perspective you have.”

At 9:00 am and again at 11:57 am on Monday, June 6, 2011, while on paid
agency time, Mr. Miller used his Spokane Public Schools email address to
exchange email messages with Lisa Peterson at her Spokane Public Schools
address. (The exchange began with an email from Ms. Peterson copied to
Mr. Miller. Ms. Peterson’s email was not campaign-related.) In his reply
(Exhibit 45, p 2), Mr. Miller promoted Deana Brower’s candidacy for School
Director: “I've spent the last 3 days at WEA getting ready for school-board
elections. We've vetted an INCREDIBLE candidate who's a former social
studies teacher. Deana Brower will be a great addition to the board, with her
classroom perspectives. I'm hoping for somewhat of a shakeup.” In a
subsequent email to Ms. Peterson that morning, he stated that Ms. Brower
“will be a breath of fresh air who doesn't mind shaking things up. Enough of
the speech from a campaigner.” (Exhibit 45, p 3.)

At 9:13 am on Monday, June 6, 2011, while on paid agency time, Mr. Miller
used his District email address to send an email to Mike Campbell at his
District address. (Exhibit 45, p 1.) In his email, Mr. Miller discussed a
possible “meet and greet” event with Deana Brower prior to the school day at
Lewis & Clark high School, similar to the event planned for Shadle Park High
School. He concluded, “Let the campaign begin.”

At 8:49 am and again at 11:51 am on Monday, June 6, 2011, while on paid
agency time, Mr. Miller used his District email address to exchange email
messages with Jenny Rose, President of the Spokane Education

Association. (Exhibit 45, p 4.) In his emails, Mr. Miller discussed his efforts
and those of the union to assist Ms. Brower's campaign: “Deana kept telling
me that she wanted to get into the buildings. ‘Fine’, | said. ‘June 15th, 7:15’.
She said, ‘Sure, I'll put it down. Don't forget to send me an email to remind
me.’ Honestly, as we were going from the airport to the motel, | didn't know if
| was talking to a school board candidate or a colleague from down the hall.
Folks at Shadle are looking forward to her visit. I'll hype her visit every other
day (in true campaign style) until Wednesday.” In response to Ms. Rose’s
request to use Mr. Miller's email invitation as a model for other union reps to
invite their staff to meet Ms. Brower, Mr. Miller replied, “If your sending my
‘press release’ will help get Deana to meet the staff, share on!”

At 1:33 pm on Tuesday, June 7, 2011, while on paid agency time, Mr. Miller
used his District email address to send an email to Shadle Park staff,
reminding them of the upcoming meeting with school board candidate Deana
Brower prior to the school day on June 15, 2011. Mr. Miller described the
meeting as “Doughnuts with Deana.” (Exhibit 45, pp 5-7.)

At 12:02 pm on Tuesday, June 14, 2011, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Miller used his District email address to send a final email reminder to Shadle
Park staff regarding the “Doughnuts with Deana” staff event planned for the
following morning prior to the school day. (Exhibit 45, pp 8 -9.)

Charlene Milota: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Charlene Milota held the position of Assistant Principal at Salk Middle
School.

At 3:13 pm on Wednesday, February 4, 2009, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address, Ms. Milota sent an email to her husband while on
paid agency time. In her email, Ms. Milota asked her husband to participate
in sign-waving to promote the levy on two dates in late February and early
March. (Exhibit 46.)

Kevin Morrison: Kevin Morrison held the position of Facility and Planning
Services Specialist for Spokane Public Schools in the months before the
March 10, 2009 special election.

At 7:52 am on Thursday, November 20, 2008, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Morrison used his District email address and school computer to respond to
an email thread organizing the activity of the CFSS political committee. In his
email, Mr. Morrison agreed to update his contact information for the
committee. (Exhibit 47, pp 1 -8.)

At 2:43 pm on Thursday, February 12, 2009, while on paid agency time, Mr.
Morrison used his District email address and school computer to send an
email about levy campaign activities to his personal, home email address.
(Exhibit 47, pp 9 - 10.)
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3.100 Beth Nye: Beth Nye held a teaching position at Adams Elementary School
in June of 2011.

3.101 At 9:32 am on Tuesday, June 14, 2011, Ms. Nye used her Spokane Schools
email address to send an email to Ann Flatt. In her email, Ms. Nye asked
Ms. Flatt to remind Spokane Public Schoois staff members to attend a
meeting that day with candidate Deana Brower in the staff lunch room.
(Exhibit 48.)

3.102 William Nye: William Nye held a teaching position at Moran Prairie
Elementary school in the months before the March 10, 2009 special election,
and during the interim between that election and the February 12, 2012
special election.

3.103 At 9:09 am on Wednesday, January 28, 2009, using his Spokane Public
Schools email address, Mr. Nye sent an email to several recipients
discussing the events at an SEA Rep Council meeting held seven days prior.
In his email, Mr. Nye communicated a request for contributions to promote
2009 Proposition 1 and Proposition 2: “The passage or failure of the
upcoming M&O Levy and Facilities Improvement Bond will impact all of us.
Donation envelopes in staffroom and regular payroll deduction is available
(as little as $1.00 a month!) for the campaign. Everything helps.” (Exhibit
49,p 1))

3.104 At 9:22 am on Wednesday, March 23, 2011, using his Spokane Public
Schools email address, Mr. Nye sent an email to Carole Montgomery, asking
her to forward information to school employees regarding the events at an
SEA meeting held six days earlier. In his email (Exhibit 49, pp 2 - 3), Mr.
Nye communicated a request for membership contributions to WEA-PAC (the
Washington Education Association political committee). “We are currently
having our annual WEA-PAC (political action committee) membership drive.
Like it or not, pretty much everything about our jobs is determined by a
politician. If you are already a member, you know how important it is to have
your voice heard. If you are not a member, | can provide you an opportunity
to become a member!” The email also communicated a request for
contributions to Citizens for Spokane Schools, the political committee
supporting Spokane Public Schools’ 2012 Proposition 1 levy measure.

3.105 Mike Page: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special election, Mike
Page held a teaching position with Spokane Schools’ The Enrichment
Cooperative at Bryant Campus.

3.106 At 3:22 pm on Tuesday, February 10, 2009, using his Spokane Public
Schools email address, Mr. Page sent an email to numerous addresses,
stating, “Hello Everyone... | need to word this carefully. Soon our community
will be voting on funding for our schools. | encourage each of you to write a
Letter to the Editor of the Spokesman-Review.” Although Mr. Page stated he
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was not seeking letters urging votes for the upcoming levy and bond, he
recommended that the letters communicate “the return on their investment
for each taxpayer... for each voter... in our community.” He concluded, “Our
voices in our community are powerful.” (Exhibit 50.)

3.107 Catherine Pearson: In the month before the March 10, 2009 special
election, Catherine Pearson held the position of Office Manager at Mullan
Road Elementary School.

3.108 On February 27, 2009, in an email sent from a private address to numerous
Parent-Teacher Group addresses, Julie Steffan stated that any person
interested in sign-waving to promote the 2009 levy and bond could “call
Cathy Pearson at school and she will sign you up.” (Exhibit 51.)

3.109 In a sworn declaration received on January 9, 2014 (Exhibit 52), Ms.
Pearson stated that she did not maintain any form of campaign sign-up list,
and did not authorize Julie Steffan, or anyone else, to use her name or to
otherwise imply that she was doing so. She stated that she did not know why
Ms. Steffan directed people to contact her regarding campaign activity.

3.110 Carol Pederson: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Carol Pederson held a teaching position at Ferris High School.

3.111 At 11:04 am on Wednesday, January 21, 2009, while on paid agency time,
Ms. Pederson used her Spokane Public Schools email address to respond to
an email sent on January 20, 2009 from the private address of Sue
Livingston, a volunteer with Citizens for Spokane Schools, the political
committee formed to promote levy and bond measures in the District.

3.112 In her January 20, 2009 email, Ms. Livingston requested access to the
Orchestra Feeder School concert at Ferris scheduled for Thursday, January
22, 2009, in order to promote the 2009 levy and bond. Ms. Livingston
discussed setting up a “Yes for Kids” table, and making a presentation to
promote the levy and bond to the audience at the event. She further
requested Ms. Pederson’s assistance in distributing a promotional email to
parents of orchestra students.

3.113 In her January 21, 2009 response, Ms. Pederson authorized Ms. Livingston's
access to the January 22, 2009 concert event at Ferris High School to
promote the levy and bond. (Exhibit 53.) She declined to assist Ms.
Livingston in sending emails to parents, but suggested that Ms. Livingston
offer an email sign-up sheet at the event.

3.114 Alice Peterson: Alice Peterson held a teaching position at Moran Prairie
Elementary school in the months before the March 10, 2009 special election.

3.115 At 8:39 am on Monday, February 23, 2009, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address, Ms. Peterson sent an email to Stephen Osborne
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while on paid agency time. In her email, Ms. Peterson coordinated the return
of a telephone list to Mr. Osborne for campaign calls to promote the levy.
(Exhibit 54.)

3.116 Kevin Peterson: Kevin Peterson held the position of Principal of Bemiss
Elementary School in the month before the March 10, 2009 special election.

3.117 At 3:57 pm on Tuesday, February 24, 2009, Mr. Peterson used his Spokane
Public Schools email address and school computer to send an email to
numerous school employees. In his email, Mr. Peterson explained the
distribution of a telephone list for campaign calls to promote the levy, a list
which he had previously distributed through the school’s internal mail system
to employees. (Exhibit 55.)

3.118 Marie Peterson-Holland: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special
election, Marie Holland-Peterson (formerly Marie Holland) held a staff
position as librarian at Salk Middle School.

3.119 At 9:46 am on Friday, January 30, 2009, using her Spokane Public Schools
email address, Ms. Holland-Peterson sent an email to Erik Johnson while on
paid agency time. In her email, Ms. Holland-Peterson coordinated Mr.
Johnson'’s receipt of political signs supporting the upcoming levy. (Exhibit
56,p1.)

3.120 At 10:46 am on Wednesday, February 4, 2009, using her District email
address, Ms. Holland-Peterson sent an email to a Mark Gorman while on
paid agency time. In her email, Ms. Holland-Peterson coordinated the
transfer of sign-up sheets for activity supporting the levy, discussed a list of
levy endorsements, and the need to produce postcards supporting the levy.
(Exhibit 56, p 2.)

3.121 At 2:50 pm on Thursday, February 5, 2009, using her Spokane Public
Schools email address, Ms. Holland-Peterson sent an email to numerous
addresses while on paid agency time. In her email, Ms. Holland-Peterson
coordinated the distribution of postcards promoting the levy, postcards that
would be addressed and posted by the recipients of her email. (Exhibit 56,

p3.)

3.122 At 9:48 am on Friday, February 6, 2009, using her District email address, Ms.
Holland-Peterson sent an email to a Merri Winkler while on paid agency time.

In her email, Ms. Holland-Peterson asked Ms. Winkler to place a sign
promoting the levy and bond on the back fence of Ms. Winkler's property.
(Exhibit 56, p 4.)

3.123 Dawn Smith: In the months before the March 10, 2009 special election,
Dawn Smith held a staff position as music and drama teacher at Chase
Middle School.
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3.124 In a February 7, 2009 email sent to Ms. Smith’'s Spokane Public Schools

3.129 Loris Stupel: In the spring before the November 8, 2011 general election,

address from the private address of Sue Livingston, Ms. Livingston indicated
that at a music event at Ferris High School on January 22, 2009, Ms. Smith
may have authorized CFSS to establish a “Yes for Kids” table at a
subsequent music event at Chase on February 24, 2009, and to make
comments to promote the 2009 levy and bond. (Exhibit 57.)

3.125 In a telephone conversation with PDC staff on January 13, 2014 (Exhibit 58),

and in a written statement received on January 16, 2014 (Exhibit 59), Ms.
Smith stated that she did not authorize the use of the February 24, 2009
music event at Chase to promote a ballot proposition, and that no
promotional activity took place at the event. She stated that she does not
specifically recall Ms. Livingston approaching her at the January 22, 2009
Ferris event, but that if she did, Ms. Smith may have encouraged Ms.
Livingston to contact her at her Spokane Public Schools address. (Ms. Smith
stated that she was the conductor for the January 22, 2009 music event, and
that following the concert, she was feeling upbeat and welcoming, which
would have made her respond more encouragingly.) However, Ms. Smith
stated that she never replied to Ms. Livingston's February 7, 2009 email, and
the matter ended there.

3.126 Nancy Stowell: Dr. Nancy Stowell held the position of Superintendent of

Spokane Public Schools during the interim between the March 10, 2009 and
February 12, 2012 special elections.

3.127 At 7:50 am on Thursday, October 7, 2010, using her Spokane Public Schools

email address and school computer, Ms. Stowell responded to an email sent
from the private address of Deana Brower, who was then co-chair of CFSS.

In her email, Ms. Brower stated that she was contacting Ms. Stowell about l
campaign activities. Ms. Brower proposed a campaign meeting at her house |
on November 15, 2010, to which Ms. Stowell responded, “Yes, | can may

(sic) November 15 work . . thanks so much for organizing us!” (Exhibit 60, p 1
1.)

3.128 At 8:54 pm on Thursday, November 4, 2010, using her District email address

and school computer, Ms. Stowell responded to an email sent by Deana 4
Brower to finalize the CFSS meeting scheduled for November 15, 2010. In

her email, Ms. Brower stated, “It is time to touch base once again on our next
levy campaign...Looking forward to seeing you all soon!” Ms. Stowell
responded, “I'm looking forward to this as well—time to start strategicing
(sic)”. (Exhibit 60, p 2.)

Loris Stupel held a staff position as Assistant Secretary at Ferris High
School.
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3.130 At 7:42 am on Friday, April 29, 2011, using her Spokane Public Schools
email address, Ms. Stupel replied to an email sent by District employee
Sherri Thies with the subject line, “School Board Candidate.” (Exhibit 61.)
In response to Ms. Thies’ request for the candidate’s name, Ms. Stupel
identified Deana Brower, stating, “She is current PTG pres at Jefferson
Elementary, former teacher, and very well versed in educational issues.”

3.131 In a telephone conversation with PDC staff on December 16, 2013 (Exhibit
62), and in an email sent on December 20, 2013 (Exhibit 63), Ms. Stupel
explained that she did not send her April 29, 2011 email for the purpose of
assisting any candidate’s campaign. She stated that although Deana Brower
was identified as a candidate in the email exchange, her candidacy was
incidental to the purpose of Ms. Stupel's email. Rather, Ms. Stupel stated,
she sent her email because at the time, she considered asking Ms. Brower to
join Stand for Children, an education advocacy organization to which Ms.
Stupel belongs.

3.132 Michael Syron: In the months prior to the March 10, 2009 special election,
Michael Syron held the position of Athletic Coordinator for Ferris High
School.

3.133 At 7:35 am on Monday, February 2, 2009, Mr. Syron used his Spokane
Public Schools email address and District computer to send an email to
Jennifer Walther, a Ferris High School teacher. In his email, Mr. Syron asked
Ms. Walther to send two to four students to his office to discuss campaign
activity to promote the 2009 levy. (Exhibit 64.)

3.134 Mary Templeton: Mary Templeton held the position of Principal Assistant at
Rogers High School in the month before the March 10, 2009 special election.

3.135 At 3:48 pm on Tuesday, February 17, 2009, while on paid agency time, Ms.
Templeton used her Spokane Public Schools email address and school
computer to send an email to four recipients, seeking to reserve a classroom
for a lunchtime meeting the following day to coordinate student volunteer
efforts to promote the bond and levy. (Exhibit 65.) The volunteer activity
was not a student-initiated, for-credit project, but instead was private
campaign activity, coordinated inside a school facility.

3.136 Sherri Thies: In the months preceding the March 10, 2009 special election,
Sherri Thies held a teaching position at Ferris High School. Ms. Thies also
held her position during the spring preceding the November 8, 2011 general
election.

3.137 At 3:36 pm on Tuesday, February 10, 2009, while on paid agency time, Ms.
Thies used her Spokane Public Schools email address to send an email to
Kevin Foster, Principal of Ferris High School. In her email, Ms. Thies
coordinated distribution of political advertising signs promoting the 2009 levy
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and bond election, sign-waving, and telephone-banking to promote the
measures: “...can we announce for the Bond/Levy the following - yard signs
are available if you have a great place to put one; sign waving will be 2/25
and 3/3 7:00 - 8:00 AM AND 2/26 and 3/45:00 - 6:00 PM; we need people to
commit to phone calling on 3/3 for one hour shifts at 6:15 and 7:15 PM.” She
concluded her email, “And I'll take 17 yard signs”. (Exhibit 66, p 1.)

3.138 At 1:40 pm on Friday, April 29, 2011, while on paid agency time, Ms. Thies

used her District email address to reply to an email from Jenny Rose,
President of the SEA. In Ms. Rose’s email and Ms. Thies’ response, they
discussed the Association’s process of vetting and endorsing Deana Brower
as a candidate for school director. (Exhibit 66, p 2.)

3.139 Katey Treloar: In the months preceding the March 10, 2009 special

election, Katey Treloar held a teaching position at Hutton Elementary School.

3.140 At 11:35 am on Wednesday, January 28, 2009, while on paid agency time,

3.141

Ms. Treloar used her Spokane Public Schools email address to forward an
email from Hutton principal Chuck Demarest to Ms. Treloar's husband, at his
private address. In her email (Exhibit 67), Ms. Treloar stated, “Read number
3,” referring to statements in Mr. Demarest’s email regarding the 2009 bond
and levy: “3. BOND/LEVY...Ladd will have information out today re:
postcards. If you have not signed up for an activity make sure to do so soon.
The sheet is posted above the look book. When everyone helps out it doesn't
make the task seem so large...Follow up to information Ladd and | gave
yesterday. We heard this stat last night at our meeting. 300 staff positions
would possible (sic) be lost with a failed Bond/Levy. WOW... that will take us
several years to recover from and will change the way things looks around
our school.”

In a sworn declaration received on January 9, 2014, Ms. Treloar stated
(Exhibit 68) that she forwarded Mr. Demarest’s email to her husband not to
promote any ballot proposition, but because of Mr. Demarest’s statement that
the failure of the levy or bond would result in lost staff positions. Ms. Treloar
stated that at the time, she was at the bottom of the union seniority list, and
thus would be among the first employees to be laid off were staff positions to
be eliminated. She stated that her purpose in forwarding the email was
simply to warn her husband of the possibility that she might lose her job.

3.142 Jennifer Walther: In the months preceding the March 10, 2009 special

election, Jennifer Walther held a teaching position Ferris High School. Ms.
Walther also held her position during the summer preceding the November 8,
2011 general election.

3.143 At 10:38 am on Wednesday, February 18, 2009, while on paid agency time,

Ms. Walther used her Spokane Public Schools email address and District
computer to send an email to numerous school staff members, notifying them
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that students from her Leadership class would visit classrooms that day to
distribute political advertising in support of the bond and levy. (Exhibit 69, p
1.)

3.144 In a telephone conversation with PDC staff on January 7, 2014, Ms. Walther

stated that the flyers discussed in her February 18, 2009 email advertised a
weekend campaign rally in support of the levy at an Ace Hardware parking
lot. She stated that she was directed by Michael Syron to have her students
distribute the flyers inside the school. (Exhibit 70.) At that time, Mr. Syron
was the Athletic Director for Ferris High School. In a written statement
received from Sharon Nelson, Ms. Walther's legal counsel, on February 3,
2014, Ms. Nelson stated that Ms. Walther was authorized or instructed to
distribute the rally flyers not by Ferris High School’s Athletic Director, but by
an Assistant Principal, whom she did not identify. (Exhibit 71.)

3.145 In a sworn declaration received on January 30, 2014, Mr. Syron stated that

he did not suggest, ask, or direct Jennifer Walther to have her students
distribute flyers promoting the 2009 levy and bond inside the school.
(Exhibit 72.)

3.146 PDC staff contacted Sharon Nelson to seek clarification regarding the official

who allegedly authorized Ms. Walther to instruct her students to distribute
political advertising in the school. Ms. Nelson did not respond to PDC staff’s
repeated requests for clarification.

3.147 In July and August of 2011, Ms. Walther exchanged a series of emails with

Laurie Rogers through Ms. Walther's Spokane Schools email address. In an
email sent on July 19, 2011, Ms. Walther made a series of critical statements
about Deana Brower, then a candidate for school board. (Exhibit 73, p 1.)
On July 23, 28, 29, and 30, 2011, Ms. Walther received emails from Ms.
Rogers promoting Sally Fullmer, Deana Brower’s opponent in the race for
school board, and opposing Ms. Brower. These emails included the following
in their subject lines: “Sally Fullmer best choice for Spokane School Board,”
“Please help get Sally Fullmer elected,” and “Vote for Sally.” Ms. Rogers’
July 28, 2011 email to Ms. Walther contained an invitation to a candidate
“meet and greet” event with Sally Fullmer. In her email to Ms. Walther sent
on July 29, 2011, Ms. Rogers stated, “Deana Brower has been telling people
she's a Republican. And yet other people, including the teachers union,
Stand for Children, the Progressive Majority, and Wellstone Action, seem to
think she's a progressive. | don't care what she is; | do care if she's being
untruthful...it matters less to me about what political philosophy Deana has
than that she appears to be trying to portray herself as something she isn't. |
really think we already have enough of that in Spokane Public Schools.
Please vote for someone who is what she appears to be: Sally Fullmer. And
please pass this...around to your conservative-minded friends and
colleagues who still believe Deana is a conservative. People should see
Deana for who she really is.”
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3.148 Following her receipt of these emails from Ms. Rogers, on August 2, 2011,

Ms. Walther sent an email to Ms. Rogers through her District address stating
the following: “I talked to a teacher from Linwood Elem. and she told me she
received a letter (2 pages) from the District/union telling teachers to vote for
Deana Brower for school board. Truly a case of someone trying to act like a
Republican and completely swayed by the union. Brower is a rubber
stamped, well coached machine. It's too bad voters cannot see through her
facade.” (Exhibit 73, p 20.) Ms. Rogers responded the same day, “Thanks
for that. Some voters are beginning to see. I'd like to see the letter. Any
chance I can get a copy?” (Exhibit 73, p 29.)

3.149 Between August 2 — 15, 2011, Ms. Walther engaged in an exchange of

emails with Ms. Rogers, discussing Ms. Walther's efforts to secure a copy of
the union’s letter for Ms. Rogers. (Exhibit 73, pp 38 - 124.) Each email sent
throughout this exchange included the phrase “Vote for Sally” in its subject
line.

3.150 PDC staff asked Ms. Walther’s legal counsel for a response regarding Ms.

3.151

Walther's use of Spokane Public Schools email to coordinate opposition
research regarding Deana Brower's campaign, in support of Sally Fullmer.
Ms. Walther's legal counsel did not respond to PDC staff's repeated
requests.

Following the email exchanges with Laurie Rogers described above, as an
instructor of a Leadership course at Ferris High School, Ms. Walther used
public facilities including student instructional time to organize a candidate
debate at the school. The debate, given the name “Face-Off at Ferris,” was
held on October 17, 2011. The participants were David Condon and Mary
Verner, candidates in 2011 for Mayor of Spokane, and Deana Brower and
Sally Fullmer, candidates for school board.

3.152 On September 17, 2011, Ms. Walther met with several individuals who were

not employees or officials of Spokane Public Schools to plan the 2011
candidate debate. Minutes of that meeting indicate that no students were
present or involved in the planning that occurred. (Exhibit 74, pp 3 — 4.)
The individuals who participated in the meeting included republican activists
Craig Eggleston and Susan Wilmoth, and Mike Noder, a candidate in the
Spokane mayoral race who had been eliminated in the August 16, 2011
primary election. The meeting minutes indicate that Mr. Eggleston agreed to
solicit questions for the debate from private organizations outside Ferris High
School, including the Washington Policy Center and Evergreen Freedom
Foundation. Emails sent and received by Ms. Walther through her Spokane
Public Schools address indicate that Ms. Walther was present at the planning
session where the source of debate questions was discussed, and was also
included as a recipient of emails that revealed the source of some questions.
(Exhibit 74, pp 3 - 9.)
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3.153 Chris Cargill of the Washington Policy Center and Jami Lund of the
Evergreen Freedom Foundation contributed questions to the candidate
debate. (Exhibit 74, pp 8 — 9, Exhibit 75.) More than half of the questions
ultimately posed to school board candidates Deana Brower and Sally Fullmer
came from the Washington Policy Center and Evergreen Freedom
Foundation; in some cases, the questions were used verbatim. (Exhibit 76.)

3.154 Following complaints to the Spokane School District that the debate
questions were slanted or unfair, on January 31, 2012, Spokane Public
Schools addressed the issue by sending an “advisory letter” to Ms. Walther.
(Exhibit 77.) The letter, signed by Tennille Jeffries-Simmons, Executive
Director of Human Resources for Spokane Public Schools, stated the
following, in part: “Based on what | have reviewed it is apparent that greater
attention needs to be paid to having the debate be more of a student-
centered activity where, at the very least, students are responsible for
generating the questions at the inception. Likewise, you need to provide
greater oversight throughout the debate preparation process to ensure that
students are not taken advantage of or used inappropriately by others for
their own political purposes. Finally, the role that students play in the
development of the debate questions needs to be more clearly understood
and advised, to avoid any confusion by candidates or attendees.”

3.155 In her February 3, 2014 statement on behalf of Ms. Walther, Sharon Nelson
disputed that the 2011 “Face-Off at Ferris” candidate debate involved a use

of public facilities for the purpose of assisting a candidate’s campaign, or a
violation of RCW 42.17.130. (Exhibit 71.)

LAW

RCW 42.17.130 states, in part:

“No elective official nor any employee of his office nor any person
appointed to or employed by any public office or agency may use or
authorize the use of any of the facilities of a public office or agency,
directly or indirectly, for the purpose of assisting a campaign for election of
any person to any office or for the promotion of or opposition to any ballot
proposition. Facilities of a public office or agency include, but are not
limited to, use of stationery, postage, machines, and equipment, use of
employees of the office or agency during working hours, vehicles, office
space, publications of the office or agency, and clientele lists of persons
served by the office or agency.

...[T]he foregoing provisions of this section shall not apply to the folloWing
activities:

...(3) Activities which are part of the normal and regular conduct of the
office or agency.”

Effective January 1, 2012, RCW 42.17.130 was recodified as RCW 42.17A.555.
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WAC 390-05-273 defines the “normal and regular conduct” of a public office or
agency as “conduct which is (1) lawful, i.e., specifically authorized, either
expressly or by necessary implication, in an appropriate enactment, and (2)
usual, i.e., not effected or authorized in or by some extraordinary means or

manner.”

WAC 390-05-271 states the following:

(1) RCW 42.17A.555 does not restrict the right of any individual to express
his or her own personal views concerning, supporting, or opposing any
candidate or ballot proposition, if such expression does not involve a use
of the facilities of a public office or agency.

(2) RCW 42.17A.555 does not prevent a public office or agency from (a)
making facilities available on a nondiscriminatory, equal access basis for
political uses or (b) making an objective and fair presentation of facts
relevant to a ballot proposition, if such action is part of the normal and
regular conduct of the office or agency.

PDC in December 2011 and in April 2012, and the documents enclosed herein, allege that
employees of the Spokane School District actively campaigned for bond and levy ballot |
propositions in 2006 and 2009, and for a board candidate in 2011, using public resources '
to do so. Documents also allege that administrators appear to have pressured District
employees to engage in behaviors expressly prohibited by RCW 42.17.

Documents also allege that the Spokane School District actively assisted Citizens for
Spokane Schools (CFSS) in its campaign for passage of ballot propositions, to the extent
that CFSS was used by the District as an arm of the District, with certain district
employees working in cooperation between both organizations. The documents allege that
district administration and board directors had knowledge of the prohibitions detailed in |
RCW 42.17 prior to engaging in this behavior.

The District has stated in multiple communications that it may only provide “factual
information” relative to ballot propositions, yet staff members repeatedly used subjective,
nonfactual, persuasive, and even threatening language to motivate district staff and the
public to vote for, and to help campaign for, the bond and levy propositions.

The enclosed records represent a small portion of those received from Spokane Public
Schools following legal action over a records request from January 3, 2011 (Rogers v.
Spokane Public Schools, Spokane County Superior Court Case No. 12-2-00469-7). The
lawsuit was settled in October 2013, although not all records were received. The enclosed
records were not included in previous packets sent to the PDC regarding Case #12-145.

The author makes no claim that the enclosed records encompass all of the available
District records pertinent to Case #12-145. There might be others that merit the PDC’s
attention, and that are not articulated herein.

With respect to the areas of alleged violations, the documentation — in the form of emails
and other documents — shows that the leadership of Spokane Public Schools District 81
violated Washington State Law by advocating for levies and bonds, by pressuring staff
and employees to campaign, and/or by campaigning or assisting in a campaign for the
election of a School Board Director.

A school board member and/or central administrator make a few
introductory comments about the bond and levy renewal election, have eleven minute bond and levy
video shown, give the bond and levy presentation using PowerPoint presentation, and are available to
answer questions.

Option 2 — 12 minutes. Bond and levy brochure, including school-specific insert, distributed to parents
and others attending the event. A school board member and/or central administrator make a few
introductory comments about the bond and levy renewal election, have the eleven minute bond and levy
video shown, and are available to answer questions (no presentation slides).

Option 3 — 3 minutes. Bond and levy brochure, including school-specific insert, distributed to attendees
at the event. A school board member and/or central administrator make a few key comments about the
bond and levy renewal election and are available to answer questions (no video and no presentation
slides).

Option 4 — 3 minutes. The principal makes some brief comments about the bond levy renewal election
and distributes the fact sheets (no video and no presentation slides).

Principals should coordinate and schedule all presentations with their School Director who will ensure
appropriate presenters. Principals should order an appropriate number of the bond and levy brochures
and school-specific inserts from the Print Shop three days in advance of the event for distribution to the
anticipated number of parents/patrons attending.

When contacting your school director, provide the information listed below about the school event at
which the presentation will be made:

a) the type of school event at which the bond and levy presentation will be made,

b) the start time of the event,

c) the approximate time you anticipate the presentation will be made during the event (if a
school board member is requested to attend — Option 1, 2, or 3), and

d) the number of people you anticipate attending.

If Option 1, 2, or 3 is selected, principals will be informed which school board member and/or central
administrator will be attending to make the presentation by their School Director. Principals should work
with the assigned central administrator to ensure the appropriate presentation equipment is set up at the
school event if Option 1 or 2 are selected.

If Option 4 is selected, in which the principal will make some brief comments about the bond and levy
election and distribute the fact sheets to parents, the following key message points should be
incorporated into your comments:

¢ The bond protects and maintains the Spokane community’s current investment in school buildings
and technology.

e The bond continues Spokane Public Schools’ proven history of constructing and maintaining durable,
well-designed school buildings.

¢ The bond keeps the district’'s 25-year building replacement and modernization plan on course.

o The bond benefits every school.

+ The bond stimulates the local Spokane economy.

e The bond maintains the district's commitment to keep the local tax rate no higher than $1.96 per
per $1,000 of assessed property value, keeping costs manageable for future Spokane generations
(In fact, construction inflation caused the scale and scope of projects for the 2009 bond to be reduced
in order to keep the flat tax rate.).

e The proposed levy renews an expiring three-year levy approved in March 200 — it is not a new tax.

¢ The local levy maintains essential educational programs and activities for students not funded by
by state and federal dollars — 14.5% of the district’s yearly budget or approximately $60 million per

year.

o Approval of the levy will not mean a tax rate increase — in fact, the levy is estimated to be at least 20
cents per $1,000 of assessed property value less than what voters approved in 2006.

¢ All mail-in ballot election — voters will receive ballots around February 18th.

e Over 40,000 registered voters need to vote in this school election to validate the school bond
election.

e Parents can learn more about the bond and levy by watching a short show being broadcast on cable
Channel 17 during the 7:00 a.m., 3:00 p.m., or 7:00 p.m. Spokane Public Schools informational
hours.

o Please remember to vote by mailing in your election ballot on or before March 10, 2009.

Dear Mr. Stutzman:

On behalf of Spokane Public Schools, please consider the following response to your letter dated
November §, 2011.

Upon receipt of your letter, Dr. Nancy Stowell, Superintendent of Spokane Public Schools (“District”),
asked me to contact your office to learn more about what type of information might be helpful to the PDC
in responding for the District. As directed in your letter, I chatted with Tony Perkins and clarified for Mr.
Perkins that my response would be a response on behalf of the District as opposed to a response on behalf
of any one individual. He indicated that it would likely be most helpful for the District to provide an
overview of the types of activities in which the District engages to help inform the public about events
important to District patrons. Mr. Perkins also graciously agreed to additional time for responding to your
letter. That additional time was very helpful to me in gathering information and organizing it in a manner
that I hope will be useful to you.

The District has reviewed the information enclosed with your November 8, 2011 letter. As you know,
much of the information concerns efforts by the District to inform its patrons about the 2009 bond and
levy measures. Information was also enclosed regarding alleged efforts by various individuals to assist an
individual’s school board election campaign.

The information I have enclosed focuses on: (1) the District’s efforts to inform staff and others about PDC
guidelines regarding use of school facilities; and (2) the District’s normal and regular efforts to
communicate information to District patrons. -

I. District Efforts to Inform Individuals about PDC Guidelines.

The District engages in substantial efforts to instruct and inform individuals about proper use of District
facilities and appropriate communications in general. More specifically, as described in more detail
below, the District’s efforts start with specific written communication delivered on at least two occasions
in the last few years to every single employee in the District describing in detail PDC rules about
campaigning. At the Board Policy level, the District likewise makes efforts to ensure compliance with

state law in use of e-mails and compliance with lobbying rules. Through negotiations with the District’s
employee Unions, the District also insists on express language in Collective Bargaining Agreements
prohibiting use of District facilities inconsistent with RCW 42.17.130.

A, Informing Emplovees About PDC Rules.

Again, by way of more detail, as part of the District’s efforts to instruct and inform employees about the
proper use of school facilities, the District has provided specific written flyers on at least two occasions to
every single employee in the District describing in detail PDC rules about campaigning. These flyers
were distributed in 2006 and again in 2009. The flyers are included as Attachment A to this letter. As
you can see, the flyers include the following express prohibition against using “district supplies,
equipment, or facilities to print, mail, email, distribute or otherwise produce materials for a Vote Yes
levy/bond campaign.” On the second page of each flyer there is a “Q & A” section that includes the
following: .

Q How can district employees respond fo questions from patrons about the levy
on work time?

A District staff can provide facts about the levy and answer basic questions in an
objective manner. If a patron needs further information, refer him/her to the
Community Relations Department at 354-7340.

Q Can school district staff members use district computers or email services to
communicate about the levy “Vote Yes” campaign?

A No, district staff should use their personal computers and personal email services if
they want to communicate with others about the levy vote yes campaign. District
computers and email services can only be used to communicate the facts about the
levy proposition.

Again, the above referenced flyer was distributed to every single employee in the District. Specifically, it
was distributed to employees during staff meetings and placed in the school mailboxes of those
employees who were not in attendance at the staff meeting.

B. School Board Policy Prohibitions on Email and Facility Usage.

At the Board Policy level, the School Board has promulgated a specific policy regarding appropriate use
of District email and technology facilities. The District’s Technology, Telecommunications and Internet
Acceptable Use Policy 6400 (Attachment B) prohibits any use of “district computers, systems, networks
and technology resources” that would be in violation of any state law or regulation, which obviously
includes RCW 42.17.130. Moreover, that same School Board Policy expressly prohibits the use of
District “computing and network resources” for commercial or personal activities, including “promotion
of ... political lobbying.”
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C. Collective Bargaining Agreement Provision Requiring Compliance with RCW
42.17.130.

In addition to the above, the District makes further efforts to inform employees about the prohibition
contained in RCW 42.17.130 through insistence on language in its collective bargaining agreements with
employee unions. The Spokane Education Association (“SEA™) is the union for most of the District’s
represented employees. The SEA Collective Bargaining Agreement (Attachment C) explicitly states:

The District will provide the Association with the use of the District interschool mail facilities for
distribution of official Association communications so long as such communications are clearly

labeled as Association materials and provided further that such communications are not in
violation of RCW 42.17.130.

Article II, Section 5.A. (Emphasis added).

Despite these preventative measures to inform employees about acceptable use of District facilities
(including email), the District understands that individual violations of RCW 42.17.130 may nevertheless
occur. In reviewing the information provided by the PDC with your letter, concemns arose regarding
whether certain SEA members used best practices when utilizing District email and facilities. After
reviewing some of those emails, I sent a letter to the SEA addressing this issue. That letter is enclosed as
Attachment D. In the letter, I specifically notified the SEA of District concerns regarding some SEA
members and union representatives who have not exercised best practices in following PDC guidelines.

II. The District’s Normal and Regular Practices.

In addition to the above efforts to notify individual employees regarding PDC guidelines, the District is
also aware of and tries to be attentive to the PDC’s “Guidelines for School Districts in Election
Campaigns.” 1have reviewed those guidelines and, indeed, used them in helping to prepare the flyer sent
to employees (referenced above as Attachment A). I have also used them in helping to focus the
District’s efforts on providing only factual information to patrons about levy and bond propositions.

A, Statutory Aunthority and Requirements.

The District is aware that RCW 28A.320.090 gives school district officials the authority to explain the
operation and maintenance of the district to the general public:

The board of directors of any school district shall have authority to authorize the
expenditure of funds for the purpose of preparing and distributing information to the
general public to explain the instructional program, operation and maintenance of the
schools of the district: PROVIDED, That nothing contained herein shall be construed to
authorize preparation and distribution of information to the general public for the purpose
of influencing the outcome of a school district election.

School districts are thus authorized to prepare and distribute information to the general public to explain
the instructional program, operation and maintenance of the schools of the district. This includes
informing the community of the needs the district faces and the needs students have that the community
may not realize exist. PDC Guidelines at 4, 2.
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At the same time, the District is aware that RCW 42.17.130 requires caution and vigilance when using
school facilities to inform the public about school levy and bond campaigns. Activities to inform the

public thus must be factual and part of the “normal and regular conduct” of the District. According to o
RCW 42.17.130: . L

No elective official nor any employee of his [or her] office nor any person appointed to or ‘
employed by any public office or agency may use or authorize the use of any of the '
facilities of a public office or agency, directly or indirectly, for the purpose of assisting a

campaign for election of any person to any office or for the promotion of or opposition to

any ballot proposition.... However, this does not apply to the following activities:

(3) Activities which are part of the normal and regular conduct of the office or agency.

B. School Board Communications Policy and Procedure.

The School District takes very seriously its obligation to inform patrons and taxpayers about important

school events and issues while doing so consistent with the requirements of RCW 42.17.130. Indeed,

and again at the policy level, the School Board promulgated Policy and Procedure 6112 (Attachment E), :
which embraces the District’s obligation to fully inform its patrons and taxpayers about school matters, L
establishes a Communications Department for that express purpose, and which sets forth the District’s 5
normal and regular conduct in disseminating information to the public about school matters. Policy 6112

was adopted by the School Board approximately 25 years ago and during that time has provided a

consistent, normal, customary and useful vehicle for publicizing school information to the District’s many

patrons.

Policy 6112 states:

and maintaining a two-way communication program with its employees and the Spokane
community.

This program is based (1) on the public’s right to know about the school system it supports; (2) r
upon the belief that employees should have information affecting the performance of their work ;
and benefits of employment; and (3) upon the district’s desire to encourage parent and public

involvement in district programs, committees, and activities.

(
The Spokane Public Schools Board of Directors recognizes the importance of actively conducting ‘ ‘
Procedure 6112 establishes a Communications Department for the purpose of implementing the above
Policy and to disseminate information “in a fair, accurate, and timely manner to various external and
internal publics.” The Procedure describes the normal and regular conduct of the District in
communicating with the public:
The communications department executes its assignments through a broad variety of methods,
including publication of all types, television, audiovisual technology, school visitation programs,
workshops, oral presentations, and community involvement.
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To assist the district in developing a professional communications program, the communications
department provides consultation to building principals, teachers, administrators, and others as
requested.

As recognized in Procedure 6112, having such a Communications Department, as well as spokespersons
in specialized fields, to disseminate information “in a fair, accurate, and timely manner...” is particularly
important because of the large size of the District.

C. District Demographics.

Spokane Public Schools is the largest school district in Eastern Washington and the second largest school
district in the State of Washington. The District’s attendance boundaries cover the City of Spokane and a
small portion of Spokane County. The City of Spokane is the second largest City in Washington and
covers almost 60 square miles with a population of over 200,000 residents (over 600,000 in the combined
metropolitan area). To serve these residents, the District has 34 elementary schools, 6 middle schools, 5
comprehensive high schools, and over half a dozen alternative schools. The District is the only K-12
school district in the State of Washington which owns and operates a public television station, KSPS-TV.
Each of the district's schools has official voter registration materials and all school secretaries are trained
on assisting patrons in completion of voter registration materials.

Accordingly, Procedure 6112 elaborates on the many methods and means for normally and regularly
communicating information to the public and recognizes that a District the size of Spokane Public
Schools has unique responsibilities and tools at its disposal for informing the public about school issues.
By way of example, the District is far too large to utilize just one open house to inform all of its patrons
about any one school issue or event. The District has approximately 30,000 students, over 3200
employees, and provides services to a City with over 200,000 residents. A single open house in the
middle of the District’s geographic boundaries would require parents and patrons to travel between 5 and
8 miles in any one direction to attend. This is because the School District boundaries extend
approximately 10 miles from end to end in an east to west direction and approximately 12 miles from end
to end in a north to south direction

D. Normal and Regular Conduct for Dissemination of School Issues.

Because of the District’s geographic size and the size of its residents (not to mention the travel challenges
faced by various residents due to socioeconomic conditions and the travel constraints faced by weather
conditions), the District’s Communications Department utilizes a number of different methods and means
for communicating with District patrons. In addition to the methods and means described in Policy and
Procedure 6112, the District has also, over the years, established a normal and regular practice of keeping
patrons and parents of the District, as well as the general public, informed about school matters. This
normal and regular practice includes:

Posters On hold messages
Brochures/Newsletters/Etc. : “School Talk” TV shows and publications
Fliers “Staff Matters” newsletters to employees
PowerPoint Presentations “Bulletin Board” newsletters to students
News Releases Volunteer emails

News Tips to media Parent leader emails

Facebook Posting School newsletters
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Twitter feeds Surveys
Use of the District Website Reader Boards
Public Service Announcements Emails to administrators
Key communicator emails Emails to employees
Emails to retirement homes Public presentations

When utilizing the above types of normal and regular conduct for dissemination of information, the
District makes an effort to utilize PDC decisions in the same manner that the District utilizes PDC
guidelines. I have been made aware of PDC decisions regarding other Spokane County school districts
and try to use those decisions to guide District conduct. The District is thus mindful that, by way of one
example, a list of reasons for a levy or bond posted on a district website is an appropriate tool for
informing the public about a bond of levy when the use of such a website is a normal and regular way of
keeping the public informed about school matters.

The District is also mindful of the PDC’s routine advice that it is appropriate for a district to use the same
or similar methods of informing the public about levy and bond propositions as used for informing the
public about other district matters. In that light, for instance, district-wide mailers or school newsletters
that provide an objective and fair presentation of levy facts have been deemed appropriate by the PDC as
long as those types of mailers and newsletters are used for other school matters. PDC Guidelines at 4-5,

998.a, 8.b.

E. Examples of Normal and Regular Conduct for Non-Levy School Issues.

Because the PDC uses a comparison between informing the public about levy and bond information to
similar methods of informing the public about other school matters, I thought it might be helpful to
provide the PDC with specific examples of some of the District’s normal and regular conduct for
informing the public about other school matters. I have thus enclosed a chart (Attachment F) showing
the wide variety of District communication methods and means for an assortment of different School
District matters.

In Attachment F, you will see a list across the top of the page of various School District matters, such as:

The 2011-12 School District budget

The re-opening of Rogers High School following its modemization

An art event for students

The District’s effort to increase graduation rates

The re-opening of Shadle Park High School following its modernization
A 5th and 6th grade band and strings event

The District’s facility improvement projects for 2011

A community outreach program

A kindergarten registration program

These topics represent a range of examples of school district issues, events, and matters where the District
engaged in communication efforts to inform District patrons and disseminate factual information.

In the left hand margin of Attachment F you will see some samples of normal and regular methods of
communication utilized by the District to inform the public of the above-described events and issues.
Please note that the methods listed in the chart labeled as Attachment F are just examples to assist your
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investigation, and are not inclusive of every method of communication used by the District for these types
of non-levy events and issues. '

Where check-marks appear in the various cells of Attachment F, the District utilized that particular
method of communication to inform the public or disseminate information regarding the corresponding
School District event or issue. Thus, by way of example, the District used PowerPoint presentations,
news releases, news tips, Facebook posting, Twitter postings, website information, a calendaring function,
the School Talk video, various publications, a survey, numerous emails, and public presentations etc., to
inform the public and disseminate information to the public regarding the School District’s 2011 budget
issues.

‘In addition to the chart labeled as Attachment F, I have also enclosed several source documents so that

you can see examples of the actual communication tools regularly and normally utilized by the District to
inform the public. More specifically, I have given you source documents for four different School
District events listed in the chart labeled as Attachment F:

District Budget Issues (Attachment G)

Shadle Park High School Re-Opening (Attachment H)
5th and 6th Grade Band and Strings Event (Attachment I)
District Facilities Improvement Projects (Attachment J)

In order to make the information as easy to follow as possible, I have also given you an index (included
with each attachment for the above events/issues) that labels and describes the source documents
included. Those descriptions correspond with the example normal and regular communication methods
listed in the left hand margin of Attachment F.

In addition to the above, I thought it might also help to provide the PDC with a brief narrative about how
the District recently used its normal and regular communication methods to inform District patrons about
a particular event or issue. The event was the modernization of one of the District’s elementary schools —
Jefferson Elementary. Indeed, the Jefferson Elementary modernization project provides a useful example
because it illustrates how the District used the similar channels of communication, similar methods and
modes of communication, and similar extent of communications to inform the public about the Jefferson
modernization project as it did to inform the public about the 2009 bond proposition.

A sampling of the District’s efforts to inform the public about the Jefferson project thus included:

Project updates and School Talk informational videos posted on the District’s website;

Fact sheets sent to area residents;

E-mails about the project sent by Jefferson’s Principal to Jefferson parents;

Formation of a Steering Committee to provide input and suggestions to the District;

District presentations made to organizations like the Comstock Neighborhood Council;

Open houses held at Jefferson;

Notices included in Jefferson Elementary School’s newsletter: The Fife & Drum;

Construction and design updates for Jefferson and other capital projects included in School Talk
newsletters; and :

Bulletin Board and Key Communicator messages posted regularly on the District’s website.
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As you can hopefully see from the above and the included materials, the District’s normal and regular
conduct of informing its taxpayers and patrons about School District issues and events is extensive,
frequent, and wide-ranging. Whether information is provided about the levy, the District’s budget, a high
school re-opening event, an elementary school music event, or facility improvements, the District follows
strikingly similar communication means, methods, and tools for disseminating information.

III. Conclusion.

- Accordingly, the District does not agree with the allegation that the dissemination of information
pertaining to the 2009 bond and levy propositions was anything other than normal and regular conduct of
the District meant to fairly and accurately inform District patrons about an important District issue. The
methods and channels used to disseminate information were not only consistent with the District’s usual
and customary practice of informing patrons and taxpayers of the District about school matters, they are
also consistent with what the Spokane community expects of the District in terms of providing transparent
availability of such information.

The District, however, will continue to take affirmative steps — such as additional staff training — to
educate District officials and employees about use of District facilities, and to ensure that all officials and
employees further understand what behavior and/or communications is permissible in regards to future
bond/levy measures. In fact, as you may be aware, the District has used Commission resources in the past
to ensure information and materials pertaining to the District’s upcoming levy are compliant with PDC
laws.

Any additional tips or suggestions regarding compliance with PDC laws that the Commission is willing to
offer are always appreciated. _

The district recognizes that internal and external communications are arbitrary
designations that often overlap and may therefore be carried out by various
personnel working together, separately, or in conjunction with other departments.

A district. the size of Spokane School District No. 81 employs many experts in

specialized fields. Requests for information from news media representatives

should be coordinated by the communications department, which has the

responsibility of matching reporters' requests with the appropriate expert,
“building representative, or employee spokesperson.

This policy in no way restricts the ability of the communications department to
answer questions of general public interest, to provide reporters with
"background" information, or to initiate news stories.

Employees who receive direct requests for information or interviews from media
representatives should notify the communications department immediately.

Information Dissemination

When publicizing an event, building principals may choose to use the services of
the communications department or may contact media directly. If choosing the
latter, a principal notifies the communications department by phone that media
contact has taken place.

Building principals, administrators, or their appointed representatives are
responsible for reporting newsworthy information to the communications department
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on a regular and timely basis.

Information about incidents which could harm district public relations must be
relayed to the communications department as soon as possible.

Emergency information should be shared with the communications department as soon
as possible after appropriate emergency, health, safety, or administrative
personnel have been notified. The communications department assists building
principals and administrators in contacting news media, arranging interviews, and
all attendant media relations during emergency or crisis situations.

Most reports and surveys conducted by the district or pertaining to district
students and programs are public property and must be released to the media if
requested. The communications department assists in the release of sensitive or

controversial information.

Communications and Personnel

Media inquiries relating to personnel matters shall be referred to the personnel
department.

Communications and Students

The Spokane School District supports an active communications program while
recognizing the rights of students to enjoy privacy and dignity.

Information protected by student privacy rights may not be released to the
media. If doubt arises about the nature of a particular piece of student
information, contact the student service department for assistance.

Whenever possible, obtain parental permission when individual students are
interviewed inside school buildings or on school grounds. Under normal
circumstances, parental permission is not necessary when pictures or taping
involve an entire classroom or student body.

Under some circumstances, television stations provide students with prepared
release forms. The district allows the use of these forms.

The district frequently receives requests to feature students in promotional
materials for both nonprofit and commercial enterprises. Such requests should be
referred to the assistant superintendent of schools for final approval. 1If
permission is given, the agency or company provides prepared release forms.

For news stories pertaining to potentially embarrassing situations, prior
parental permission must be obtained for each child being interviewed or
prominently featured if the reporting is conducted on school property. If
permission is obtained over the phone, document the date and time for later

reference.

Written parental permission must be obtained for all handicapped, special
education, or special program students (such as Chapter 1) who are interviewed or
featured prominently in news stories, television or radio coverage, or news
pictures. 1In these cases it is often wise to obtain permission for every child
in a given classroom. In addition, the principal may request that taping or
photography show the backs of students' heads (a silhouette profile) as much as

possible rather than full-face closeups.

News Media and School Relations

Building personnel are asked to provide appropriate information to news media

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representatives in a courteous, professional, and timely manner.

The communications department is responsible for investigating and setfling
disputes which arise between district personnel and media representatives and
accepts complaints from both parties.

District employees may ask the following from news media representatives:

*Normally, news media representatives arrange school visitations in advance,
generally by contacting the communications department. Direct requests for
visitations should be reported to the communications department as soon as
possible.

*Reporters or film crews who arrive at a school without an appointment should

be treated courteously but do not have the right to demand priority over |
pressing school business. In such circumstances it is also wise to verify a

reporter's identity. All media representatives carry press passes.

*Like all visitors to school buildings, news media representatives must check |
in at a school's main office upon arrival. Visitors do not have the right to
roam hallways without prior permission. '

*Interviews conducted by phone may be tape recorded; Under federal law,
reporters must inform interviewees when their remarks are being taped.

Questions that are often asked . . .

Q How can district employees respond to questions from patrons about the bond
and levy on work time?

A District staff can provide facts about the bond and levy and answer basic
questions in an objective manner. If a patron needs further information, refer
him/her to the Community Relations Department at 354-7340.

Q What if a patron asks, “How can | help with the bond and levy campaign?”

A You can tell him/her there is a campaign committee, Citizens for Spokane
Schools, and give him/her the committee’s address (P.O. Box 262, Spokane
99210) and/or have them call Barb Chamberialn, Co-Chair of the Citizens
Committee, at 869-2949 or Susan Legel, Co-Chair, at 448-7042.

Q What if a district patron wants to give you a contribution for the bond and levy
campaign during work time?

A Give him/her the name and address of the campaign committee, Citizens for
Spokane Schools (P.O. Box 262, Spokane 99210}, to which the contribution can
be mailed. Or, have them call Mike Livingston, Finance Chair for Citizens for
Spokane Schools, at 220-0443.

Q What if a patron asks you, "How should | vote,” during work time?

A Respond: “I cannot tell you how to vote, but information about the bond and
levy can be obtained by calling the Community Relations Department at
354-7340 or visiting the district’s web site at www.spokaneschools.org.

Q Can school district staff members participate in the bond and levy campaign?”
A Yes, on thelr own time.

Q Can school district staff members use district computers or email services to
communicate about the bond and levy “Vote Yes” campalgn?

A No, district staff should use their personal computers and personal email
services if they want to communicate with others about the levy vote yes
campaign. District computers and email services can only be used to
communicate the facts about the bond and levy propositions.

The District agrees to notify the Association by October 1, of each year which members are on leave from the
bargaining unit in order to take a temporary administrative assignment (i.e. “TOSA"/"Principal Assistant”), so
that the Association will not collect dues from the employee during that school year.

The Association wili indemnify, defend, and hold the District harmless against any claim made and any suit
instituted or judgment rendered against the District resulting from any deduction of Association dues. The
Association agrees to refund to the District any amounts paid in error because of the dues deduction provision.
In the event of any suits against the District relative to dues deductions, the Association shall select the
attorney(s).

Section 5 - Association Rights

A

The District will provide the Association with the use of the District interschool mail facilities for distribution of
official Association communications so long as such communications are clearly iabeled as Association
materials and provided further that such communications are not in violation of RCW 42.17.130. Courtesy
copies will be made available to the building principal at the time of distribution. The Association will provide to
the District thirty copies of Association communications for distribution at the discretion of the District.

The District will allow the Association and its respective affiliates the use of District facilities for Association
meetings provided such meetings do not interfere with or interrupt the normal school day. Such meetings will
be held outside duty hours. Exceptions may be granted by the building principal. Other than meetings as
provided above, duly authorized representatives of the Association and its respective affiliates shall be permitted
to transact Association business on school property, provided that this shall not interfere with or interrupt
normal school operations. Provided further that said representatives shall notify the building administrator or
designee of their presence.

The District will provide bulletin boards at locations mutually agreed upon for use by the Association. Ail
materials posted shall be clearly labeled as official Assaciation materials. Such bulletin boards shall only be
used for the following notices:

Association meetings and announcements;

Official policy statements of the Association;

Reports of Association committees;

Association election notices; no electioneering of political offices outside of internal Association positions;
Recreational and social affairs of the Association;

Other official Association notices.

Notices or announcements should not contain anything reflecting unfavorably upon the District, its management,
or any of its employees. Association officers and members shall not use expendable school district materials
in the transaction of Association business without reimbursement to the District.

Subject: Technology, Telecommunications and Internet Acceptable Use Policy

Advances in telecommunication technologies continue to change the way we
communicate. From offices, schocls, and homes we are able to travel
electronically all over the world to gather information. As more people travel
this electronic highway and use the ever growing variety of technologies and
services becoming available, maps to find information and rules to keep users
safe and accountable become vital to successfully completing the journey. These
informational networks and technologies represent a powerful educational
resource. We are able to connect to businesses, major universities, national
libraries, and other schools around the world. Just as we learn social codes and
behaviors which are acceptable in everyday life, we need to learn the correct
procedures and rules for using these networks of information services and
technologies in the public school system.

The purpose of this Acceptable Use Policy is to provide guidelines, rules,
procedures and code of conduct for the use of technology and the information
network in Spokane Public Schools.

I. Telecommunications and Network Resources

For the purpose of this Acceptable Use Policy, telecommunications is
defined as the sending and receiving of electronic, analog or digital
information using any school district equipment, systems or networks;
including, but not limited to, computers, telephones (wired, cellular,
wifi), - fax machines, local/wide/metropolitan-area networks, the
district intranet, e-mail, voice-mail and the public internet.
Employees using their personal computers, PDA's or other electronic
device(s) for any district-related purpose and/or using district
programs, internet access, files, e-mail, or documents shall also be
subject to all requirements of this policy.

II. Spokane Public Schools Educational Network and the Public Internet

The internet is a global network made up of many contributing networks
that support the open exchange of information among many different
kinds of institutions all over the world. The purpose of the Spokane
Public Schools' Educational Network and all of its technologies is to
support the curricular needs and teaching and learning requirements of
the district's educational program and to support the business and
administrative needs of the school district's operations. Use of the
Spokane Public Schools' Education Network and all of its technologies
is a necessary element of the district's educational mission and :
business and administrative needs, and is furnished to staff and |
students as a privilege, not a right or entitlement. The district
seeks to protect legitimate users of such technology by establishing
guidelines for such use and imposing discipline on those who abuse the
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III.

privilege.

Computer, Technology and Network Monitoring

The district has the right, but not the duty, to monitor any and all
aspects of its computer systems and networks, including, but not
limited to monitoring web sites visited by staff and students,
monitoring chat groups and news-groups, reviewing material downloaded
from  or uploaded to the internet by users, reviewing e-mail and instant
messages sent and received by users, monitoring the content and use of
blogs and wikis, and reviewing any files or information stored on
district computers or network servers or storage devices. Staff and
students should not have an expectation of privacy in anything they
create, store, send or receive on district computers or networks. The
district will make every reasonable attempt to limit access to
inappropriate material by using an internet filtering system, providing
teacher training, and encouraging personal responsibility and
accountability. Neither the district's attempts to limit access to
inappropriate materials nor the guidelines set forth in this policy
attempt to articulate all required or proscribed behavior by network
users. The user is ultimately responsible for his/her actiocns in
accessing and using network services. Successful operation of the
Spokane Public Schools Educational Network and all of its technologies
requires that all users conduct themselves in a responsible, decent,
ethical and polite manner while using the network.

Appropriate Use of Computers, Technology and Network Resources

Student and staff use of district technology, computing and network
resources must be in accordance with the educational and operational
needs and objectives of Spokane Public Schools. This includes, but is
not limited to, the following:;

a. Student use of e-mail shall be permitted provided it is
supervised and monitored by an appropriate staff member and is
in conjunction with the curricular and educational needs of the
student. Unsupervised use of e-mail by students shall not be
permitted.

b. Incidental and infrequent personal use of the internet, e-mail
and telecommunications services shall be permitted for staff
provided it does not interfere with professional
responsibilities or the educational process, mission or
operaticon of the school district and does not v1olate any other
district policy or procedure.

c. Chat areas, instant messaging services, news groups, blogs,
podcasts, RSS feeds, wikis, or other communication methods that
are explicitly allowed by the internet filtering system shall
be permitted when used in conjunction with the curricular,
educational or operational needs of staff and students.

d. Staff or student storage of school-related, educational or
business related data and information shall be permitted
provided it is reasonable and necessary.

e. Staff shall use due care and caution to protect and preserve
the confidentiality of all data accessed, viewed, copied,
printed, or transmitted in accordance with state and federal
laws, rules and regulations.

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f. Staff shall make each electronic communication truthful and
accurate. Care is to be used in drafting e-mail and other
electronic documentation. E-mail messages shall be treated as
formal business documents and must follow any and all record
retention rules and practices.

Inappropriate Use of Computers, Technology and Network Resources

Unethical and unacceptable behaviors, inappropriate use of district

computers, systems, networks and technology resources, and any
violation of this Acceptable Use Policy shall be cause for taking
disciplinary measures against staff in accordance with district policy,
collective bargaining provisions on progressive discipline, and against
students consistent with Policy 3200, Student Rights and
Responsibilities. Onethical and unacceptable ‘behaviors and
inappropriate use of. dlStrlCt computers, :gystems, networks and

5technology resources includes, but ‘is not limited to:

a. Transmlttlng or rece1v1ng any materlal in v1olatlon of any
federal or state regulation, including, but not limited to:

i. Material protected by copyright or trade secret.

ii. Threatening or obscene material as defined by law and/or
Spokane Public Schools' policies.

b. Accessing any information that does not have educational or
training value or interferes with professional responsibilities
or the educational process.

c. Using district resources for illegal, inappropriate, or obscene
or sexual purposes or in support of such activities.

i. Illegal activities will be defined as a violation of
local, state, and/or federal laws.

Jenny:

As you are aware, the Public Disclosure Commission (“PDC”) recently provided the School District with
information regarding a complaint made by a District patron related to the use of School District facilities

| by individual members of the Spokane Education Association. In particular, the information provided

| raises concerns about a lack of best practices by some individual members of SEA, and other district

| employees, in using school facilities regarding the recent 2011 election for a school board director and
also the District’s 2009 bond and levy measures.

The District is certainly aware that school district employees do not forfeit their rights to engage in
political activity because of their employment. PDC Guidelines for School Districts in Election
Campaigns (“PDC Guidelines”) at 4, §4. However, as you know, public facilities — such as school
district equipment (including e-mail), buildings, supplies, employee work-time, and district publications
may not be used to support or oppose candidates or ballot propositions. RCW 42.17.130; PDC
Guidelines at 3, 1. More specifically, district employees should not:

* use work hours or public resources to promote or oppose a candidate or ballot measure (such
as gathering signatures, distributing campaign materials, arranging speaking engagements,
coordinating phone banks, or fundraising);

» pressure or coerce other employees to participate in campaign activities; or

= use district resources to organize the distribution of campaign materials.

PDC Guidelines at 11.

Similarly, union representatives should avoid:

= using the school’s internal mail or e-mail system to communicate campaign-related
information, including endorsements; or

= distribution of promotional materials in classrooms or other public areas.

PDC Guidelines at 12.

As you also know, the importance of compliance with these guidelines and RCW 42.17.130 is
emphasized in the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the District and SEA:

The District will provide the Association with the use of the District interschool mail facilities for
distribution of official Association communications so long as such communications are clearly
labeled as Association materials and provided further that such communications are not in
violation of RCW 42.17.130. :

Article IL., Section 5.A. (emphasis added).

L The District takes seriously the prohibition against using school facilities contrary to RCW 42.17.130.

| The District thus encourages the SEA to support our District’s efforts at making individual employees and
. union representatives aware of the prohibition within RCW 42.17.130. Additionally, the District supports
| the inclusion of PDC rules and guidelines in training of SEA building representatives and encourages
SEA to send regular reminders to members about PDC rules and guidelines, particularly during election
times for candidates or ballot propositions.

PDC staft members reviewed the proposed fact sheet that you submitted by email on
November 9, 2011, regarding the proposed educational program levy on the February 14,
2012 special election ballot in Spokane Public School District 81.

As part of our review process, we look at aspects such as the timing, tone, and tenor of a
communication, and the “normal and regular” conduct of the agency. In addition, we
also review whether a communication appears to be an objective and fair presentation of
the facts that, if lacking, could make the communication objectionable under RCW
42.17.130.

Our review and comments are meant to give you our best opinion as to the apparent
fairness and objectivity of the information being communicated in accordance with PDC
Interpretation #01-03, Guidelines for School Districts in Election Campaigns. That
interpretation may be found on our Web site at www.pdc.wa.gov by hovering on
“Home,” then on “Laws and Rules,” and finally clicking on “Commission
Interpretations.” Please note that the Guidelines are only an interpretation that, combined
with this memorandum, is meant to aid and assist in compliance with the law. The
Guidelines do not constitute actual rules.

We cannot certify that the proposed fact sheet would not be found objectionable even
after our review, should a complaint be filed by a citizen under RCW 42.17.130. The
communication of this information, when combined with other activities to communicate

information about the levy, may be construed by residents of Spokane Public School
District 81 as “campaigning” in support of a ballot proposition.

Reviewing the proposed fact sheet, we found that much of it constituted an objective and
fair presentation of the facts. However, there were areas of some concern, prompting the
following recommendations:

¢ We recommend that you omit the heading, “SPS has tightened its belt over the
past 10 years.” This statement conveys a tenor of support for the levy measure.

o Werecommend that statements and data concerning budget cuts be grounded in a
broader discussion of the school district’s budget and its evolution over a given
time period. Emphasizing only budget cuts, in the absence of any other data, may
be perceived as an attempt to promote the levy measure.

e We recommend that you encourage and provide information concerning voter
registration only if it is the normal and regular conduct of Spokane Public Schools
to communicate such information for every primary, general, and special election,
in the manner of the proposed fact sheet. Otherwise, it is properly the role of your
county elections office to communicate information about voter registration.

e Agency officials may make a fair and objective presentation of the facts
concerning a ballot proposition to community groups and other organizations, in
accordance with the officials’ and the agency’s normal and regular conduct. In
the Guidelines for School Districts, the Commission stated that agency officials
“Shall not use public resources to operate a speakers’ bureau in a manner that
may be viewed as promoting a ballot measure.” PDC staff therefore recommends
that Spokane Public Schools offer levy-related presentations only in response to
specific requests, and refrain from soliciting such requests or invitations.

In your email received on November 9, 2012, you asked whether it would be acceptable
for Spokane Public Schools officials to distribute the proposed fact sheet at community
meetings. While PDC staff cannot authorize a specific time or method of distribution, we
can advise you that an agency’s fair and objective presentation of the facts regarding a
ballot proposition should be made or distributed in accordance with the agency’s “normal
and regular conduct.” That term, as defined in WAC 390-05-273, means conduct that is
1) lawful, i.e., specifically authorized, either expressly or by necessary implication, in an
appropriate enactment, and 2) usual, 1.e., not effected or authorized in or by some
extraordinary means or manner.

You also asked if the group holding the meeting, the Citizens Advisory Committee, could
invite the participation of an activist from the political committee Citizens for Spokane
Schools. It is not clear from your inquiry whether the Citizens Advisory Committee is
convened by Spokane Public Schools, and uses a range of district facilities to conduct its

business. If so, it should not allow the participation of any candidate or political
committee activist in its meetings.

Conversely, if the Citizens Advisory Committee is essentially a private group, and uses
school district facilities only according to standard terms available to other groups (e.g.
the rental or other reservation of a meeting space in a school building, after hours), it may
invite the participation of any candidate or committee activist in its meetings. However,
in this case, no school district official, acting in an official capacity, should participate or
be present during any portion of the meeting which involves campaign activity promoting
a ballot proposition. Any participation of a district official or employee in such activity
should be on the official or employee’s own time, and should not involve the use of any
other agency facilities.

Following this memo is a copy of the draft fact sheet reviewed by PDC staff. For your
reference, the segments that our staff suggests be omitted or modified have been marked
in yellow; click on the highlighted content to review staff’s comments and
recommendations.

While we cannot require you to follow PDC staff’s recommendations, they do constitute
our best advice for compliance with RCW 42.17.130. As stated above, our review should
not be considered as authorizing or approving the changes recommended or the
information included in the proposed fact sheet. Those decisions are the responsibility of
Spokane School District 81, and the district’s legal counsel.

Answering your questions below:

1) Ms. Rose recalls that she spoke with a representative of Ms. Brower’s campaign prior to
the columns at issue being published. While she does not recall exactly the
conversation, she does recall that there was an inquiry from the campaign along the
lines of “what can you do” or “what are your plans” to assist the campaign, and that she
responded that SEA would be placing an endorsement in the “Kids” newspaper.

2) The cost to SEA to purchase the pages at issue in the “Kids” newspaper was $1,000 per
page. Each page contained three, roughly equal, candidate endorsements. Therefore,
the cost attributable to each page for the portion containing Ms. Brower’s endorsement
would be $333.33, $666.66 in total.

3) No reporting was made to the PDC. Ms. Rose has explained that she did not report the
expenditure because it did not occur to her that reporting was required.

Please find below the responses to your questions regarding this matter:

The records and information provided to Acme Research were in response to a written request, however the Inlander
request was a verbal telephone request. After one of the District administrators received the telephone request from
the editor of the Inlander, the District simply complied and provided the information just as it did pursuant to the verbal!
requests from the CFSS at issue here.

It may help to provide some historical context to the CFSS request at issue here. In providing reports to CFSS (such as
those provided in September of 2008 and March of 2009), the School District was responding to a request that was first
made many, many years ago (so long ago that it pre-dates any current School District central administrator).

Indeed, when Dr. Mark Anderson became Associate Superintendent for School Support Services in 1998, the Citizens
group at that time had already been making this request. The School District had in place a written protocol for how a
payroll technician (at that time, someone other than Linda Groth) was to prepare the information in response to the
request made by the Citizen’s group. If the original request from CFSS was ever put in writing, there is no current
administrator or payroll employee at the District who is in a position to know (again, since the request was first made so
long ago).

Adding to the historical context of this request by the Citizen’s group is that it was first made at a time when the District
likely did not have a formal or sophisticated process in place for responding to public records requests. The District’s
process for responding to public record requests has evolved over time (not unlike most public agencies in the state of
Washington) into a more sophisticated process (largely due to digital records and the proliferation of broad records
requests). However, at the time this request was initially made, the District simply did what it had always done.

The fact that the District did not have a sophisticated formal approach for responding to public records requests does
not mean that the District failed to treat this request as a public records request. Indeed, eventually, it became
apparent to the District that this request from the CFSS needed to be treated as a public records request. As to your
request for whether contemporaneous communications exist showing that this was indeed a request from the CFSS that
the District was treating as a formal records request, there is at least one such record. A January 28, 2009 internal email
(attached) from Dr. Mark Anderson to the District’s Manager of Payroll and Benefits, Mike Binyon reveals that it was the
Citizens for Spokane Schools who requested the information from the District and that, after the information had not
been provided, a member of the Citizens group followed up with another request. Dr. Anderson’s email to Mr. Binyon is
the same type of email he would send if any requestor of records had followed up with him asking what was taking so
long to get the information that had been requested.

Moreover, as mentioned above, the District’s Payroll Department has written desk procedures and instructions for how
a technician is to compile and provide the report to the levy committee. | will send those procedures under separate
cover in order to avoid exceeding the file attachment size limitations. The Payroll Department has similar written desk
procedures and instructions for how to compile and provide other reports. There is nothing about the process for
compiling and providing this report to CFSS that makes it any different from the process for compiling and providing of
those other reports.
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The District does not often receive open-ended, recurring requests for records or information. However, as mentioned
above the Payroll Department does indeed have written desk procedures and instructions for how to compile and
provide recurring requests similar to the one provided here. Some of those will also be provided under separate cover--
again, due to file size limitations on attachments.

Please understand that much of what the Commission seems to be requesting here is not consistent with the type of
written documentation that the School District requires. The District often received requests (at varying levels in the
District, from the building level to the Superintendent’s level) asking for records and information. It would be incredibly
cumbersome and hardly what one would call “good customer service” for a building principal, a maintenance supervisor,
or the Superintendent’s office to require formal written requests every time a District patron, a concerned citizen, an
organized or unorganized citizens group, or a newspaper reporter asked for information—whether ongoing, recurring or
isolated. The School District simply does not operate in such a manner nor could one expect it to. The District is a large
organization in the business of serving parents, community members, vendors, tax payers, and students. It receives
numerous requests for information on a daily basis and must be able to respond in an efficient and effective manner.

Here, the CFSS request is one that began so long ago and became a rote process eventually based on the belief that that
the District needed to provide the information pursuant to public records laws. There was never any thought by School
District administrators that CFSS needed to make a formal written public records request for the information. Indeed,
such an approach would have been akin to “form over substance” and antagonistic to the customer service approach
embraced by the District.

That customer service approach happens to be consistent with the District’s approach for dealing with records requests.
Indeed, consistent with the model rules for responding to public records requests {the rules promulgated by the
Washington State Attorney General), the District aims to provide the “fullest assistance” to a records requestor. Here,
the District’s Payroll Department had a protocol in place for providing the information to CFSS and, after so many years
of simply providing the information (in keeping with the belief that it was responsive to an ongoing public records
request), it would have been odd for the District to suddenly require that CFSS put its request in writing.

Now is not the time to learn that we have made misstatements in our ads, but unfortunately that has turned out to be
the case. We ask you and all Spokane voters not to punish Spokane's kids for our error.

WHAT WE SAID THAT WAS INACCURATE

We have been referring to "paying less."” This statement is incomplete, and we shouldn't have used this shorthand
reference. Our mistake was in leaving out language that was the basis for our comparison and falling into the habit of

using a shortened phrase.
THE CORRECT STATEMENT

The correct statement is that we ask voters to approve an estimated tax rate that would be "paying less than what the

voters approved in 2006 {levy) and 2003 {bond)."

That is, the estimated tax rates on the ballot in 2009 are the SAME or LESS THAN the estimated tax rates voters
approved with a YES vote for the levy in 2006, and a YES vote in 2003 for the first phase of the long-range bond plan.

We needed to say it that way every single time. By trying to simplify the statement to fit into small ads and 30-second TV
and radio ad spots, we left out the phrase that makes the comparison specific, complete, and accurate. -

HOW DiD THIS HAPPEN?

schoo! district financing is incredibly complicated. Lots of factors go into the district's estimated tax rates to arrive at the
amounts they're asking voters to approve. We tried to simplify for the sake of having a clear message that voters would
remember. In doing that, we fell into the use of that shorthand phrase. We regret that deeply.

Once we realized the error thanks to a voter asking the right question, we made every effort to correct the information
we're putting out. We have changed all print and radio ads that are yet to run, cleaned up the language on our web site,

and spoken with reporters.
WHY SHOULD YOU STILL SUPPORT THE LEVY AND BOND?

The bottom line reason to vote YES is for learning, safety, and security for our kids. That's why hundreds and hundreds
of volunteers have given countless hours to phone, put up yard signs, go door to door with leaflets, and wave yard signs
on freezing cold corners in the early morning.

vhat matters to us is that these measures are critical to the success of our children and our community.

Tony,

Ms. Condrey’s responses to your inquires are given below.

One clarification. In your inquiry, you wrote: “In her initial declaration, Ms. Condrey states that she sent an
email to Shawn Jordan reporting on the possibility of a contribution to the levy committee, only because Mr. Jordan had
given her a specific directive to research the contribution and report back to her”

By “her”, | am assuming you meant “him” i.e. Mr. Jordan.
If not, please let me know to whom you were referring.
Thanks.

1. Typically, in a working relationship with principals the specificity of relaying information is not always conveyed by
the authority figure. Due to the fact that most principals do request follow up of inquiries by certain timelines, time is
usually of the essence to complete said tasks. Having said that, typically Mr. Jordan was out of the office a great deal of
time; approximately 35 total days out of the school year just for meetings alone. We often communicated by email or
phone while he was out of the building in meetings, or at home. This was standard operating procedure.

2. I was not aware of that particular law. This law was never explained to me by my supervisor or by employer as any
part of training. Typically, we receive yearly training on Safe Schools, Blood Borne Pathogens, Life Threatening Allergies,
etc., but | recall nothing related to this topic. In the past, the district has requested employees to donate part of their
earnings to help fund the levy campaign. It did not occur to me that | was doing anything "illegal” than what the district
did itself by requesting funds from staff. In looking at the district's Acceptable Use Policy, it does not appear to address
this particular RCW for employees.

Following up on the declaration of Sharon Condrey that you submitted on January 7, 2014, | have a couple of
questions 1 hoped you could convey to Ms. Condrey. She is welcome to answer in an email, or if necessary,
supplement her testimony with an additional declaration.

In her initial declaration, Ms. Condrey states that she sent an email to Shawn Jordan reporting on the possibility
of a contribution to the levy committee, only because Mr. Jordan had given her a specific directive to research
the contribution and report back to her. My questions for Ms. Condrey are as follows:

1. Did Mr. Jordan direct Ms. Condrey to use Spokane School District facilities {e.g., her district telephone
and email account) to research the matter of the contribution and report back to him? Or did he simply
ask for the information?

2. What was Ms. Condrey’s understanding of RCW 42.17.130 at the time? l.e., did she understand that the
law prohibits agency officials and employees from either using or authorizing the use of public facilities
to promote a ballot proposition?

Thanks in advance for the information. Please let me know if my questions require ciarification.

Dawn may have encouraged Sue to contact her, but she does not
recall having done so. She said that she was feeling upbeat and welcoming following the concert, which would have
made her respond more encouragingly.

However, Dawn said that no activity to promote the levy took place at the 2/24 Chase concert. Dawn spoke recently
to her accompanist at the event, Helen Adams, and to Sue Livingston. Both said that to their knowledge, nothing
ended up happening. (Livingston did not recall who Dawn was.)

| asked Dawn to send me an email summarizing the above, and she said she would do so.
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‘ Tony,

This is a recap of the conversation we had on 13 January 2014. After spending time researching
my role in the 2009 incident in question and talking with Sue Livingston, | discovered that
initially she had been invited by the Ferris High School principal to speak at the Ferris High
School String Night on Jan 22, 2009 at which my students as well as myself were in attendance.
Following our performance, numerous parents/friends of my students approached me --Sue
more than likely being one of them. At that time she may have asked me whether or not she
could speak at our upcoming program at Chase, | can honestly say | do not recollect. At any
rate, she did email me later, dated Saturday February 7, 2009, indicating that she had made
contact with me however she personally would not be available to come to our Feb 24 concert
at Chase but would like me to recommend a parent volunteer from the Chase community since
she had no connections at this middle school. | never replied to her email nor did | recommend
a parent for the presentation. To my knowledge and per my recollection this presentation
never took place. After locking into the incident further | found a program and my script from
that concert night. As | recall, my narrator (a drama student here at Chase) became ill and was
unable to perform her roll at the concert, so needless to say | had to step in and narrate the
program. Again, | made no indications within the script that we had any special presentation to
promote YES for Kids that evening. Keeping in mind that many years and concerts have passed,

Dear Mr. Perkins:

We write regarding Jennifer Walther and the allegations made against her in the
above referenced complaint.

As the allegations have been numerous, we will attempt to address each one as set
forth below.

1. Initiation of Complaint/Background:

In February 2009, Ms. Walther was approached by her Assistant Principal and told that
her leadership students should participate in an upcoming activity. Ms. Walther was instructed
that the Administration wanted her Leadership students to learn from participating in a various
activities. Ms. Walther’s assistant principal specifically asked her to email the staff to indicate
teadership students would drop off a flyer and they (the teachers) should put the flyers up in their
classrooms.

As the Leadership teacher, Ms. Walther did as instructed and was completely unaware
such conduct was allegedly violative of any statute. She continued to work under the directive of
her administration and the district as discussed more fully below.

2. Candidate Debate:

While a debate was held on October 17, 2011, this activity was not unilaterally
organized by Ms. Walther as you suggest. Instead, Ms. Walther worked with her
principal and the district which approved this debate from its inception. The debate was
not slanted toward any particular candidate and great care was taken to insure students
were fully engaged in the learning process.

3. September 17, 2011 Meeting:

The individuals who met with Ms. Walther were not in charge of the debate.
Susan Wilmoth helped with technical support and obtaining the right to air the Debate on
Clear Channel and KXLY Radio. Mike Noder helped with sound for the Ferris High
School Auditorium. Charles Rowe, a retired news anchor, organized numerous interviews
with KREM, various radio station spots, and phone interviews for my students and Ms.
Walther. He also solicited questions. Mr. Rowe worked with Ms. Walther’s students in
preparation for the Debate on voice control for asking questions, introduced them to the
TV crew which aired the broadcast, and gave them tips for sounding professional.

Additionally, the students asked the majority of questions on the night of the
Debate. Students exclusively chose the questions to use in the Debate from a pool of
questions. The pool was comprised of questions submitted by parents, teachers, students

and community members.

The students themselves had the responsibility of choosing submitted questions,
editing submitted questions, or writing their own. This process was done without any
teacher or adult oversight. They left Ms. Walther’s classroom with the questions in hand,
went to the school library, and worked on the task.

4. Questions Posed Came From Private Organizations:

As stated above, none of the questions came from private organizations but
exclusively from students who selected those questions from the pool identified above.

5. Review of Questions during Planning Sessions:

While questions were submitted during planning sessions, Ms. Walther did not
review each question. Students did so as indicated above.

6. Alleged Use of High School Facilities To Assist a Candidate:

_ Our member did not "use” Ferris High School or students to assist with any
candidate's campaign. She did however perform all functions of her employment and
provided an opportunity for students to learn about a debate process, learn organizing
techniques, meet people from around the city, work collaboratively with their classmates
in teams dividing up the chores for the event, learn from experienced camera/tech
professionals, and study advertising techniques.

Students were never used to advance anyone's political agenda and were never
even advised of Ms. Walther’s party affiliation. The school administration, district and
Ms. Walther took great care to show a non-biased evening to the Spokane voting public.
Ms. Walther was proud of the work done by her students and believes the both learned
and experienced a great deal from this event.

This was a city-wide, high-profile event that was broadcast via the internet and
live on KXLY radio. Three Spokane TV news stations carried the event on the 6pm and
11pm news shows that evening. The Ferris Leadership class which organized,
participated in, and executed the Face-Off at Ferris achieved an introduction to the
political process at all levels. This unique event gave them an experience that few if any
Spokane high schools students have ever had and is still discussed around Spokane as one
of the finest political debates during the 2011 campaign. Deanna Brower, one of the
School Board Candidates in 2011, wrote the Ferris Leadership class thanking it for
conducting a very professional debate in which she felt honored to participate. Another
debate participant, Mayor Mary Verner, extended an invitation to the Ferris Leadership
class to tour City Hall and meet with her privately in December. The class enjoyed that
visit and appreciated both candidates’ outreach which recognized the students’ efforts.

7. Legal Authority Does Not Support Any Alleged Violation:

RCW 42.17A.555 admittedly prohibits “any employee of his or her office nor any
person appointed to or employed by any public office or agency” from using facilities to
“directly or indirectly, for the purpose of assisting a campaign for election of any person
to any office or for the promotion of or opposition to any ballot proposition.”

As you can see however, that is simply not the case here. Ms. Walther has an
obligation to teach students in her leadership class and fully performed all aspects of her
assigned job duties. Administration and the district either gave directives or were fully
involved in this learning task.

The assigned task was effective. Students were given educational experiences
and learning tools to which they were not previously privy. Given Ms. Walther’s unique
position as the Leadership Teacher, her conduct did not run afoul of RCW 42.17A.555 in
any respect. There is no evidence that the activity undertaken by the leadership class was
in support of or opposition to any ballot proposition and certainly did not assist a
particular candidate or campaign.

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The Spokane Transit Authority and City of Spokane are moving forward on a plan to create an electric
trolleybus line from Gonzaga University to Browne’s Addition. The line would cost approximately $12
million per mile... for a total cost of $36 million to taxpayers. Do you support building such a system?

The Washington state Department of Transportation has warned that highway funding may dry up over
the next few years. The federal government has warned of the same thing. Washington already has one
of the highest gas taxes in the nation. Other than additional gas taxes, what funding mechanism would
you propose to finaily fund the North-South Corridor?

Some Spokane City Council members have made no secret about their goal for transportation in
downtown Spokane; they want more bike fanes. Do you think the city should spend time and money on
building additional bike lines, whether they be downtown or anywhere else?

The Spokane City Council this year passed a $20 car tab hike, with the promise the money would be
spent on street maintainence. However, there is already talk about removing that extra money from the
streets budget and placing it in the general fund budget, breaking that promise. Can you guarantee the
$20 car tab hike will be spent on fixing roads?

Part of the car tab hike requires the city spend the money, not on roads but on sidewalks and bike lanes.
Do you support a fraction of the funds being spent on things other than streets?

In 2004, Mayor Jim West and the city convinced voters to pass a 10-year streets bond. Much of the
community was behind the project because they understood what would be fixed, and what it would
cost, Do you support going back to voters with another 10 year streets bond?

This year, the City of Spokane implemented a five-tier water pricing structure. The Washington Policy
Center called that tier system “punishing,” noting that some families have no option but to use more
water - even if they let their yards go dry. Do you agree with the five-tier price structure?

One of the proposals that is out there is to replace the five-tier structure with a flat rate for water, and
and elevated flat rate during the summer months. Is that something you'd support?
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From 2004 to 2010, the number of city water department workers increased by just four, yet the money
allocated for their salaries and benefits increased dramatically. In fact, according to the Spokesman-
Review, Local 270 members — the union that represents those workers — got a 5% raise in 2004, a 5%
raise in 2005, a 3% raise in 2006, a 5% raise in 2007, a 5% raise in 2008, a 5% raise in 2009, a 2.5% raise
in 2010 and another 5% raise this year and next. Is that sustainable?

The public facilities district is considering a bond proposal to expand both the convention center and
seating capacity at the Spokane Arena to make sure it can still attract national events. But it would likely
cost taxpayers another $60 million. Do you support that idea?

Forbes magazine recently ranked Spokane as the third worst city in the country for job creation. Why is
that?

Which current City Council member do you most agree with, and which do you most admire?

Total spending in the City of Spokane has increased from roughly $425 million in 2004 to nearly $600
million, an increase of almost 45%.

Jennifer:

Before Winter Break, we met to discuss the Faceoff Debate at Ferris, as concerns about
debate questions had been brought to the attention of the District.

To look into these concerns, I met with you, the Ferris principal, Kevin Foster, and
assistant principal, Todd Bender (who joined us, at your request). I reviewed the written
statement you provided, as well as other information related to this matter. Additionally,
you provided me with a copy of a lengthy statement you had written about the Faceoff
and other activities you have led with your students, such as a state capitol visit.

In our meeting, you admitted students had not written the questions used in the debate.
You also admitted you were not aware of the source from which some of the questions
originated. Your process relied on members of the community who are involved in only
one political party and you admitted you were not monitoring the source of the questions
they provided.

Based on what I have reviewed it is apparent that greater attention needs to be paid to
having the debate be more of a student-centered activity where, at the very least, students
are responsible for generating the questions at the inception. Likewise, you need to
provide greater oversight throughout the debate preparation process to ensure that
students are not taken advantage of or used inappropriately by others for their own
political purposes. Finally, the role that students play in the development of the debate
questions needs to be more clearly understood and advertised, to avoid any confusion by
candidates or attendees.

Since this is an advisory letter, it is not discipline. Instead, it is intended to help clarify
for you the expectations of your employer. Because the letter is not discipline, a copy of

it will not be retained in your personnel file or your principal’s Supervisor File.
